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The XXXVIII Report Conference in Rzeszéw brought together
researchers from Poland, Ukraine, Slovakia and Russia, and as usual
it was organized by the District Museum in Rzeszéw, the Institute of
Archaeology (University of Rzeszow), Rzeszow Archaeological Centre
Foundation and the Rzeszéw Department of the Scientific Association
of Polish Archaeologists. There were presentations, discussions and
personal communication between several generations of archaeologi-
sts from the different countries, and these are important for develop-
ment of methods and research programs addressing common scientific
problems and the transfer of experience of field and analytical work.
Presentations covered materials and problems ranging from the Pala-
eolithic to the Middle Ages in date.

In this year, the organisers took an innovative approach with papers
focusing on methodological issues and interdisciplinary research in
archaeology. This gave a new quality to, what appeared at first glance,
a usual annual archaeological conference. This provided a new stage
for studying the problems of archaeological research and gave archa-
eologists an insight to the future development of both research and
new possibilities in excavation.

The conference began with a strong international panel of resear-
chers examining the Palaeolithic era presenting analyses of sites from
specialists drawn from different sciences. Most of the issues raised at
the first session were developed in collaboration between Polish and
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Ukrainian archaeologists, providing a combination of analysis of field
materials and theoretical discussion that made it easier to construct
and solve scientific problems.

Two presentations of Palaeolithic sites in Podolia and Podnistro-
via (presented by M. Mendecki, W. Zuberek, B. Zogata, A. Bogucki,
B. Hotub, M. Lanczont, T. Madeyska, O. Sytnyk and by Bogucki, M.
Lanczont, T. Madeyska, O. Sytnyk, J. Kusiak, O. Tomeniuk) included
geophysical and palaeo-geographical data and showed the importan-
ce of these excavations. Their integrated and collaborative approach
enabled the researchers to correlate synchronic materials from multiple
sources with a significant impact on their interpretation. For instance,
P. Gebica’s report discussed the interaction between human activities
and the formation of river valleys in the foothills of the Carpathians
over long periods of time. J. Bobak, J. Kusiak, M. Lanczont, A. No-
wak, M. Poltowicz-Bobak presented new evidence for the oldest set-
tlements in eastern Poland, as exemplified by the site in Wierzawice.

An increased interest in the Neolithic - Early Bronze Age, parti-
cularly in Trypillian materials, should be mentioned, with in gene-
ral, discussion of the influence of natural environment on particu-
lar cultural contexts. R. Zych and J. Nowak examined the process of
populating Sub-Carpathia in the early Eneolithic using the example
of the Linear Pottery Culture in Swilcza. M. Debiec and A. Bardeckij
drew parallels between house construction of this culture in Poland
and Ukraine.

The results of long-term excavation of the Trypillian settlement at
Bodaky in the Ternopil region were presented by N. Skakun. D. Cher-
novol summarized how the structure of household space of Trypillya
buildings changed in time and space, putting forward interesting ideas
about the almost complete lack of farmhouse buildings. A. Diachen-
ko drew attention to the potential of geographical analysis to create a
model of hierarchical settlement systems, in spite of their possible in-
completeness. . Cieszewska-Braniecki, A. Pelisiak, M. Szmyt and T.
Tkaczuk focused on the materials from the Trypillian settlement of
Bilyi Potok, arguing that diligent work with museum collections is as
important and productive as new excavations.

The following reports deserve special attention, reflecting different
aspects of the problems of discussing relations between populations,
and, in particular, exploring the links between sociological models
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and archaeological materials. A presentation by O. Pozikhovskiy, M.
Rybicka, W. Pasterkiewicz, D. Verteletskiy concerned contacts betwe-
en Trypillian people and populations of southeast Poland, discussing
cultural zones and mutual influences at a regional level.

A combination of traditional reports and poster session was very
welcome, allowing participants to become quickly acquainted with the
results of work by more than twenty researchers working in Poland,
the Czech Republic, Slovakia and Ukraine.

Several reports discussed the physical and geographical environ-
ment of sites and changes in the resource and economic models du-
ring a certain period of time or cultural and chronological phases. In
particular, M. Rybicka, D. Kr¢l, J. Rogozinski shared their observations
on the Funnel Beaker Culture settlements in Pawlosiéw. J. Bronowic-
ki, S. Czopek, J. Podgorska-Czopek discussed a model of settlement
in Zamiechéw, while A. Lukaszewska and A. Olszewski reported on
excavations in Swiete 11/So$nica 25. K. Nawalany characterized the
process of population change on the basis of the interaction of natu-
ral and human factors from the Bronze Age to the Roman period in
southeast Poland, as exemplified by the settlement at Lipnik.

J. Machnik, M. Hozer, A. Bajda-Wesolowska addressed the issue of
contacts between people of the Corded Ware Culture and tribes from
Central and Eastern Europe. Professor ]. Machnik and his collabora-
tors have set an excellent example of research with a significant base
of materials and scrupulous attention to detail. The paper by P. Madej
and J. Machnik was a vivid demonstration of archaeological material
as a fundamental basis of the archaeologist’s work. The results of exca-
vations on the Przeworsk-Radymno highway modified our concepts
of the Mierzanowicka Culture, and to some extent, this work is as si-
gnificant as the discovery of the necropolis at Varna, which has had a
significant impact on the understanding of prehistoric processes across
southeast Europe. This report pointed out the need for an appropriate
combination of theory and practice at work and for developing flexi-
ble analytical and working methods.

Active discussion started as soon as the first day of the confe-
rence was officially over. Special attention should be paid to Profes-
sor S. Kadrow’s speech on the importance of careful use of radio-
carbon dates. Some researchers, particularly in the Ukraine, have
tended to treat dates as absolute when used to date archaeological
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sites. We agree with Professor Kadrow that absolute dates are sub-
jects for analysis and interpretation in the same way that other ar-
chaeological sources are.

The next day of the conference was dominated by Eastern Euro-
pean topics. O. Zlatohorskyj presented a thorough review of the status
and needs of extensive archaeological research in Volyn. A. Bardec-
kiy and S. Demeniuk presented an exemplary application of new ap-
proaches to studies of multi-layered sites using the site of Shack-Sad
and discussing house construction and the definition of cultural and
chronological phases.

Reports on the Middle Ages made a significant contribution, focu-
sing on the study of either individual castles and settlements, or terri-
torial or area-based studies. M. Bajka and M. Florek demonstrated a
functional differentiation in medieval Sandomierz on the basis of the
locations of medieval cemeteries in changing in urban layout. Reports
on towns known from historical sources were presented by B. Pryschepa
(the Dorohobuzh settlement) and O. Veremeichyk (Lyubech), drawing
on several years of research and analysing the system of buildings and
their chronology. Similar issues were addressed by P. Harcar and A.
Lubelczyk with reference to the castle Saris and “Golesz” respectively.

The results of recent researches on central Lviv were discussed in
reports by N. Voytovych, M. Voytovych and J. Lukomski. On the basis
of excavations the researchers reconstructed medieval city buildings
and analyzed the urban development of the city from the XV to the
XIX century. Of particular note was the presentation by J. Garncarski
and T. Leszczynski on their work in Krosno, where they clearly de-
monstrated how the present-day town can be revitalised.

Other papers presented particular archaeological discoveries and
the methodology and technology of analysis, discovery and recording.
The comparison of the varying distributions of artefacts types aga-
inst detailed mapping, and assessing technological and morphologi-
cal characteristics, may allow centres of production and distribution
to be identified, as illustrated in D. Mazur’s presentation on stove tiles
in southern Poland.

The experimental reproduction of pottery to determine techno-
logy, traces preserved on the surface of old industrial complexes and
the relationship between various forms of vessels and raw materials
was described by G. Poplevko. A. Walanus and J. Trabska discussed
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the applied methods of ceramics analysis in terms of detection at the
micro level, which are related to cultural identity.

A bold and rather extraordinary speech on medieval monasteries
in Galicia was given by R. Berest. Despite a great documentary and
cartographic background, more attention should have been paid to ar-
chaeological sources that could have added weight to the presentation.

The results of archaeological research within watercourses in the
Ukraine were also addressed. This research has increased the number
of known monuments, enriching the archaeological knowledge base
and sometimes reproducing historical ties between communities. N.
Voytseschuk, V. Hupalo and D. Pavliv showed the results of such work
in the Ukrainian part of the Vyshnia River. Drawing on joint Polish-
-Ukrainian research on both sides of the Varenzhanka River A. Urban-
ski, A. Osaulczuk, T. Mylian and ]. Ku$nierz presented the first carto-
graphic results from the site intersected by the border.

N. Bulyk gave a talk about the cooperation between Galician ar-
chaeological centres at the turn of the nineteenth and twentieth cen-
turies as an example of joint cross-border activity reflecting the long
tradition of cooperation and academic training, for example at Kra-
kéw and Lvov.

We trust the organizers that next year’s conference will be as suc-
cessful as this one, and hope that they will continue to select the reports
for presentation on the basis of scientific innovation of the techniques
and methodology of archaeological research.
