The article is devoted to coverage of the participation of Ukrainian students (on
example of students of the Kyiv National Taras Shevchenko University) in the activity of
public organizations of different areas. The authors analyze the priority types of social
activities, its changes in the context of the Revolution of Dignity. The analysis showed that the
level of public activity depends on their orientation: students are willing and ready to
participate in the activities of those organizations that are not connected with politics. Also,
students do not trust unions and religious organizations. The growth in the activity of Public
organizations is positive. However, the level that it reached in the revolution of dignity, not
entrenched, and in most cases even declined compared to 2013. The overall level of
involvement in an organization whose activities are ideological or religious coloration is

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much lower than in the work of sports organizations, creative and artistic and charitable
orientation.

SOCIO-POLITICAL ACTIVITY OF YOUNG PEOPLE IN POST-
COMMUNIST COUNTRIES. THE EXAMPLE OF POLAND

The author pays his attention to the problem of socio-political activity of young people
in post-communist countries (based on the example of Poland). Therefore, he attempts to
identify why the percentage of people who declare that they are involved in social work aimed
at improving the situation in their country is significantly lower in Central and Eastern
Europe (Slovenia, Hungary, Czech Republic, Lithuania, Estonia or Poland) compared to
Western Europe. A theoretical background for the choice of proper indicators is the concept
of political sophistication, which determines people’s attitudes to politics. The analysis covers
the impact of three variables on the participation levels among the youth: personal efficacy,
identification with political parties and interest in politics.
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INTRODUCTION

One of the greatest threats to contemporary society is the progress of the
depoliticization process. In practice, it consists in political issues (or even public
issues) becoming less and less interesting for the majority of the society. This
global trend is a major barrier to effective transformation of the mentality and
political culture of citizens in post-communist countries. In view of the absence
of democratic tradition in this part of Europe, these societies found it much more
difficult to discover and accept, but most of all implement in everyday life,
values (such as: joint responsibility, solidarity, respect and trust; Antoszewski,
2000) and civic attitudes (primarily civic participation based on human
behaviour, as an element of political culture).

These significant differences in the degree of social activity reflect the
current statistical data accumulated under international research projects such as
the European Social Survey (see: Table 1). The data clearly shows that the
percentage of people who declare that they are involved in social work aimed at
improving the situation in their country is significantly lower in Central and
Eastern Europe (Slovenia, Hungary, Czech Republic, Lithuania, Estonia or
Poland) compared to Western Europe, specifically Scandinavia®. This symbolic
division is not as evident in light of the data on participation among younger

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generations of citizens of contemporary Europe. From this perspective, one can
see something interesting. In the majority of post-communist countries, the
activity among people aged 18-25 is much higher compared to the rest of the
society (save for Hungary and the Czech Republic). Within this group 5,35% of
citizens declare that they are active (5% of general society). The tendency is
quite reverse in the Western parts of Europe. Only in Germany and Portugal are
young people more involved in socio-political life compared to the general
society. In Western Europe, the average involvement index for the general
society is 23.27% and it is lower among younger citizens — 19,33%.
This finding, however, should not distort the general conclusions:
(1) participation levels in Western Europe are relatively higher than in
Central and Eastern Europe, also among young people;
(2) on a continent-wide scale, young people (aged 18-25) participate
less than the general society.

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LOST GENERATION?

Youth, seen as a phase of life, determines social positions and roles in a
twofold way. On one hand, it shapes the way the youth are perceived by others
(e.g. by older generations), but on the other hand, it conditions specific forms of
participation, expressing views and communicating with the people around
(Garcia-Albacete, 2014; Inglehart, 1977; Inglehart, Welzel, 2005). Although, as
evidenced by the data in Table 1, the difference in participation among young
people and the general society in contemporary Europe is relatively small, in
journalistic or scientific discourse the attitudes of young generations are often
described in pessimistic terms. The most common accusations against them
include:

(1) political and elective passivity — voter turnout among youngest
voters is lower than among older voters, and the decreasing turnout rates
evidence the growing tendency among young people to abstain from voting
(Park, 1999);

(2) young people are less interested in national politics compared to
older generations and have smaller knowledge of the election process
(White, Bruce, Ritchie, 2000);

(3) no sense of having influence — young people see politicians and
governments as fraudulent and incompetent which makes them feel that their
vote is “worthless” or causes anger that leads to their refusal to vote
(Bromley, Curtice, 2002);

(4) alienation of politics and no connection with local / national
communities (Dermody, Scullion, 2005);

(5) a sense of limited civic responsibility and egocentric behaviour
(White, Bruce, Ritchie, 2000).

The narrowness of such opinions has no foundation in empirical data. The
knowledge, emotions and behaviour of young people, concretised in varying
attitudes, are an important resource and socio-political potential. In post-
communist societies especially, one can see how untapped this potential is.
Young people are a “peculiar factor of change”, are sometimes perceived as
“precursors of civilization change” (Kurzgpa, 1998, p. 29), “teachers of adults”
(Adamski, 1976, p. 26) or “interpreters of new meanings” (Broszkiewicz, 2010,
p. 52). In a prefigurative culture (Mead, 1970), typical of modern societies, their
attitudes become a point of reference, and often a model followed by older
generations(Junes, 2015). Due to the fact that they grew up and shaped their
political culture and social capital in specific conditions determined by history
as well as political, economic or geopolitical contexts, they often form a single
generation.

In an attempt to understand better the essence of participation of the youth
in Central and Eastern Europe, one should view the problem in a wider context,
taking into consideration the conditions in which this new generation of citizens
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has been raised and socialised. On the whole, one can distinguish three groups
of processes that trigger — often in parallel — factors that stimulate and restrict
social engagement. They include:

Transformation — all new democracies in Central and Eastern Europe
struggled with a number of problems associated with the multidimensional
process called transformation. According to Claus Offe (1991), the
transformation process has been affected by new rules implemented on three
levels. In the political dimension, the expected results were democratization and
social and political pluralism, in the economic dimension it was the free-market
economy, while in the social dimension it was civil society. According to Offe,
these subprocesses should develop in parallel and “observe” each other, giving
rise to the so-called “dilemma of simultaneity”. At the same time, the “shock”
changes that were introduced, particularly in the area of economic and social
policies, revealed all sorts of social traumas, which were felt by numerous
citizens and permanently determined their attitudes and opinions (Sztompka,
2000; 2010, p. 139-149). Some researchers point out that the period of
transformation caused a “trauma of great change” among the young generation
too, which in later years was reinforced by numerous affairs, corruption
scandals, quarrels of politicians, aggression and violence, all of which was
constantly present in the public sphere. Others point out that the young
generation has become, in a sense, a “victim” of political changes (Kuhar,
Reiter, 2012, p. 77; Dhlugosz, 2008, p. 16). As Siyka Kovacheva says, “the
centrally planned economy collapsed, the private sector developed slowly,
higher education experienced a boom while the welfare state gradually
contracted, withdrawing from control and support of young people” (2012, p.
48-49).

Globalization (including European integration) — it is difficult to assess
the effects of this phenomenon as “good” / ”bad”, and this is mainly due to the
complex nature of globalization, which has been described by Anthony Giddens
(1991, p. 64) as ,the intensification of worldwide social relations which link
distant localities in such a way that local happenings are shaped by events
occurring many miles away and vice versa” (see also: Held, McGrew, 2003;
Ray, 2007; Tomlinson, 1999; Castells, 1996; Urry, 2003). Extremely complex
and multidimensional processes (Mills, Blossfeld, 2006), referred to as
globalization, are usually presented from two perspectives. The risks that are an
inherent part of the modern world are highlighted and the opportunities and
possibilities that open up to whole societies are stressed?. Both of them
determine the life of the young generation to some extent, which has been
noticed by the authors of the World Youth Report, who write that “globalization

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offers clear economic opportunities and benefits, but comes with substantial
social costs that often appear to affect young people disproportionately, given
their tenuous transitional status within an uncertain and rapidly evolving global
context” (WYR, 2003, p. 291). Today, one of the most important problems of
the young generation in the era of globalization — in economic terms — is their
situation on the labour market (see: Roberts, 1998, p. 23). In turn, there are a
number of paradoxes in the cultural dimension, which organize the lives of
young people. On the one hand, they live in a world of “unlimited” opportunities
(mainly thanks to new media), in which they adopt the role of pleasure- and
consumption-oriented actors. The sphere of culture becomes a kind of
“supermarket” from which they derive impetus for their identities. Gordon
Mathews (2012, p. 304) claims that ,,we choose aspects of our cultural world
from the global culture that surrounds us, as befits our personal environments,
desires, and characters. The cultural supermarket has become increasingly
prevalent in today’s world, particularly because of mass media”. On the other
hand, it should be noted that “at the same time the same person has to live in the
harsh reality of orders and prohibitions. People are located in the absolute
bondage of institutions, bureaucracy, law, medicine, forms and procedures, and
being inadequate in this area may result in serious consequences” (Melosik,
2013, p. 11). The impact of globalization stratifies the young generation into
those who are able to take advantage of emerging opportunities and who can
now call themselves “citizens of the world” and those who cannot, or rather
those who are not allowed (for financial reasons) to enjoy all the achievements
of globalization. The complex nature of globalization (including the integration
processes between countries) can also be seen in the fact that the daily life of
young men today depends on — more than ever — political decisions that are
made outside nation states (Beck, 2005), and they are — as never before —
indifferent, if not hostile, to the realm of politics (Kovacheva, 2005, p. 19;
Vrcan, 2002; Marzecki, 2015).

Transformation of modernity — a world without borders is not only a
world of greater opportunities and burdensome restrictions, but is above all a
source of new global threats. Therefore, the more we know, the more we are
aware of these risks (Giddens, 1998, p. 27-28). We are all witnesses to the
global expansion of risks, such as environmental pollution, global warming,
epidemics, disasters and terrorist acts, which affect millions of people around
the world. The new characteristics of both internal and external threats make us
feel more and more helpless (Giddens, 1998, p. 27-28). Risk has become a
defining feature of modernity, which is itself subject to transformation.
Modernity, which is an intermediate phase in the transition between pre-
modernity and postmodernity, should be understood as a series of changes
affecting the foundations of society. In this sense, there is a transition from so-
called first modernity (or simple modernity), which is based on so-called
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industrial society, to second modernity (or reflexive modernity), the subject of
which is risk society (Beck, Bonss, Lau, 2003, p. 4-7). The essence of this
change has been described by Mads Peter Sgrensen and Allan Christiansen
(2012, p. 31):

“The securities, wisdoms, and core institutions of first modernity are,
little by little, being dissolved. This goes for the nation-state,
predetermined communities (such as class and nuclear family), the
traditional gender divisions of labour, the notion of full employment
(work for everybody), work and production in a factory or business
setting, science's monopoly on truth and rationality, the view of nature
as external and separate from society and so on”.

This transition entails five processes, which are a multidimensional
globalization, a radicalized/intensified individualization, a global environmental
crisis, an all-out gender revolution and so-called ‘third industrial revolution’
(Beck, Bonss, Lau, 2003, p. 6-7). They are perceived as a source of risks and
related uncertainty®. Growing up in a world in which such phenomena are part
of everyday reality, young people can perhaps explain and accept them more
readily than the older generations did. However, there is also the other side of
this problem i.e., the renewal of xenophobic, nationalistic and extreme attitudes,
which can be observed more and more often across contemporary Europe (Beck,
Sznaider, 2009, p. 583).

METHOD AND RESEARCH PROBLEMS
The aim of the author of the present article is to identify the extent to
which specific factors determine (stimulate or reduce) young people’s
motivation to actively participate in socio-political life. A theoretical foundation
for the choice of indicators is the concept of political sophistication, which,
according to many researchers in the field of social activity, determines people’s
attitudes to politics. Source literature abounds in interpretations of the concept,
however, it is usually identified with: interest in formal politics (Vanhoutte,
2009, p. 93), knowledge of political phenomena (Dlalton, 1988; Zaller, 1992, p.
333; de Vreese, Boomgaarden, 2006, p. 34), and a specific perception of the
world of politics or specific competences of an individual that make them see
the sense of social or political activity.
The analysis will cover the impact of three variables on the participation
levels among the youth:
(1) personal efficacy,

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(2)identification with political parties,
(3)interest in politics.

The results should help in answering the question about the means of
shaping and perpetuating valuable socio-political attitudes in young people so as
to favour the process of democratic consolidation. The data used for the analysis
comes from a research project that covered a survey questionnaire conducted
among a group of Polish university students in January — June 2015. The sample
included 810 students from 9 different public universities in Poland. The
average age of the respondents was 22 years of age and 97% of the analysed
students were aged 18-25.

RESULTS

The progress of the process of democratic consolidation entails, among
others, the spread and perpetuation of prodemocratic political culture within a
society (Dahrendorf, 1994, p. 233). Some prosocial behaviours should become a
habit for the citizens so as to be functional not only for the political system, but
for the economy, and thus improve the efficiency of the society and facilitate the
coordination of action (Putnam, 1995, p. 258). Culture in its general meaning
(and more specifically, political culture) among a given society is shaped over a
long period of time and it is often subject to conditions in which that society
functions. Radical political or economic changes (transformation joins these two
processes) imply changes within a social system, which affect the adaptation
strategies of individuals. In this sense, they determine changes in the area of
culture (non-material culture: norms, values, rules of conduct, symbols, beliefs,
convictions) (Gerber, 2011, p. 54),which resolves whether or not a given society
is dominated by prosocial behaviours (activity) or asocial behaviours (passivity).
However, some attitudes (disposition to be active / passive) may be projected in
a planned way, e.g. through education systems or the media. In many countries
of the Central and Eastern Europe the socio-political changes at the turn of the
1980s and 1990s created a situation where today the quality of democratic
systems is increasingly determined by younger generations of citizens — through
the attitudes displayed in the public domain, who have been raised in a new
democratic and free-market reality. Therefore, there is a chance to accelerate the
transformation of these post-communist societies towards a more civic model.
Social activity stimulated when one is young will perpetuate democratic habits,
such as: tolerance, understanding, auto-expression or cooperation, for the future
(O’Donoghue, Kirshner, McLaughlin, 2002, p. 18-19).

In this article the author attempts to identify the extent to which the three
selected indicators favour involvement in social activity (work for the benefit of
local communities) among Polish university students, which could make them
useful in the process of perpetuation of democratic political culture.
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The first indicator is the personal efficacy. The likelihood of engaging in
social activity is greater if the individual believes that their action will be
effective. Naturally, the extent of belief in one’s ability to impact the
surroundings (e.g. a town or a state) differs among people and it is no secret that
people who feel they have no impact prevail in most societies. This is a product
of many factors, systemic (depending on whether or not there are formal
opportunities to impact politics) as well as psychological (depending on the
knowledge, competence and skills of the individual) ones.

The importance of personal efficacy is also confirmed by the results of a
survey conducted among Polish students (N = 810). In general, they often
declare that they have no impact on the reality in which they live, as 45,5% of
respondents answered in the negative to the question: “Do people like you have
an influence on affairs in your country?”. As few as 30,1% of respondents
answered “yes” and 24,4% did not know what to say. Table 2 contains this data,
along with the answers to the question on social activity. It turns out that those
who feel they have an impact on affairs in their country were more often
(53,5%) active in their local communities. However, the situation is clearly
different in the case of alienated respondents: more than two-thirds of them
(65,2%) did not take any action. The observed relationship between variables is
statistically significant. The calculated chi-squared is 20,779 at a significance
level of p<0.001 (Cramer’s V=0,162).

The second indicator is a sense of identification with political parties.
The strength of the impact of this indicator can be modified by political parties
or particular politicians (e.g. within their constituencies or via the media). It is
relevant in case of young people because isolating oneself from the world of
politics is one of the primary features of young people’s lifestyle. Politicians are
seen as unreliable, fraudulent people ruled by power and money, and politics —
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as something uninteresting. In consequence, the ties with political parties, which
by definition should mediate between the private and public or political domain,
are not as strong. The phenomenon is rather a universal one (see: Table 3).

Data from the European Social Survey (Round 6) have been confirmed by
the survey of students, the conclusions of which are presented in this article
(Table 4).

The deficit of identification with parties usually comes from a
comprehensive critique of both politics and political elites. Their negative image
is illustrated by data in Table 5. Students were asked to evaluate each pair of
statements, using a one-to-five scale. The table shows the mean values for each
pair. It can be seen that each of the studied dimensions of the political class is
dominated by unfavourable convictions (mean below 3,00).

However, this relationship with parties is significant in social practice. It
turns out that the majority of respondents (54%) who identify themselves with a
particular political party are willing to undertake socio-political activity (Table
6). A different situation exists among students reporting no relationship (61,2%)
or having a difficulty in expressing their own opinions on this issue (64,1%). A
chi-square test confirmed the statistical significance of the cross-tabulation
analysis of the relationship between variables (3% = 16.5888, df=2, p = 0.000;
Cramer’s V =0,192).

These results can be a suggestion for political parties that want to rationally
plan and carry out youth policy in the long term. Especially in young
democracies, they should be more active in relations with young people, often
go out into the public sphere on their own initiative, organize the life (e.g., free
time) of the young generation at the local level, be present in their everyday and
public life, make and — most importantly — pursue their election promises
dedicated specifically to young voters. All of these acts should raise the
credibility of politics and politicians in the eyes of young people.
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The third indicator is an interest in politics. A similar relationship can also
be seen in this dimension: those who are less interested in politics are relatively
less likely to participate in local community projects, and — similarly — those
who declare more interest in this regard are involved more often. For example,
of 100 young people who are not interested in politics, only 36 are willing to
take action for the local community, and this number amounts to 50 in the case
of highly interested respondents (Table 7).

Two categories have been constructed on the basis of values of the
indicators presented above, which will allow classification of the respondents.
On one hand, there are people who declare that they have a sense of personal
efficacy, a tie with a political party and a high level of interest in politics. To this
end, a special variable has been created: high political sophistication (HPS). On
the other hand, there are people who declare that they have no sense of personal
efficacy, no ties with any political party and a low interest in politics. These are
characterised by low political sophistication (LPS).The final results confirm the
hypothesis that political sophistication determines the socio-political activity of
young people. Students with HPS are far more likely to take action for the
benefit of the local community, engage in the activities of socio-political
organizations and participate in politics (Table 8).

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The following data in the cross tables confirms the association between
political sophistication and the degree of involvement in activities of voluntary
organizations (Table 9), however HPS is not good predictor of youth
membership. 50% of respondents with HPS were not active in any voluntary
organization. This indicator is higher for persons with LPS (75,5%).

The broadly understood political activity is illustrated by data in Table 10.
However, we can observe the higher level of political activity in daily life
among persons with high PS. It is more likely that they will contact politician or
an official at the government or local level; be active in a political party or
another group, organization or association; wear a badge/sticker promoting a
campaign or action; sign a petition; participate in a legal public demonstration or
march; or boycott certain products. On the other hand, persons with low PS
often do not take any action in these fields.

SUMMARY

The statistical tests evidenced that the three selected indicators of political
sophistication have a positive impact on the motivation of young people to
engage in socio-political activities. Naturally, not everyone characterized by
high political sophistication will be participating in the life of a local
community, however, the variable significantly determines such a tendency and
increases the likelihood of engaging in such activities. The results indicate
certain answers to the question about the function and role democratic
institutions, such as the government, political parties, the media, the education
system, local governments, etc. may (should) assume. If the real purpose of their
existence is the spread and perpetuation of civic political culture, they should
endeavour to strengthen a sense of efficacy among citizens (e.g. by organizing a
social dialogue, respecting opinions of citizens on important social matters or
fulfilling election promises), a sense of having ties with political parties (e.g. by
increased activity of representatives in their respective constituencies, more
efficient diagnosis of social problems and suggestion of adequate solutions) and
an interest in political matters (e.g. by initiating political debates on important
matters with which the so-called ordinary citizen could relate). Similar activities
are a great challenge for democratic institutions and they are a measure of their
responsibility for younger generations of citizens.

STRATEGIC PLANNING OF UNIVERSITY (SCHOOL)
DEVELOPMENT AS AN ELEMENT OF EDUCATIONAL POLICY
(CASE STUDY EXPERIENCE)

Strategic planning of today’s university (school) modernization is considered in the
article in terms of the theory of collective social action. The author has shown that in the
course of strategic planning process the participants of a collective project are to conduct the
evaluation of university (school) development in three main areas: first, to determine what
has been done and what has prevented from taking the leading position; secondly, why this
has not been done and, thirdly, to show how to encourage the actors concerned to take
specific steps towards improving their activity. Strategic art is creative and collective in its
essence. Theoretical generalization is supplemented by practical observations and
recommendations of the author. The article describes the technology and possibilities of
strategic planning for today’s university (school) modernization as being a collective project
on the example of working out a strategic development plan for the Ivan Franko Lviv
National University School of Law of (Ukraine). The article proves the thesis that the direct
impact on the results and the consequences of educational policy has the consideration of it
as a collective project, which involves the main actors of the educational process and the
institutions of society, especially the higher education institution and the institution of the
market. Strategic planning in these conditions becomes an implementing technology of
consolidated educational policy.

Keywords: youth, strategic planning, university, educational policy, collective project,
collective social action, SWOT- analysis.

INTRODUCTION

Mastering strategic planning technigue by modern universities is currently
very popular, because strategic planning contributes to the successful guided
modernization of higher education. Modernization of higher education should be
understood as a purposeful radical transformation of higher education system
that affects both micro-level, changing values and orientation of people in the
sphere of education, and institutional basis of higher education.

We emphasize that strategic planning must be an incorporation of certain
working out and implementation of a collective project, which involves both
experts and all interested in the development of the university (school) actors.
Firstly, the development of the university as a social organization is a
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cooperative process, which involves collective interests and collective action of
all participants (students, teachers, support staff, administrative staff etc.).
Secondly, strategic planning is a process of social changes that affect different
groups’ interests, so their direct participation in the process of strategic planning
IS necessary to prevent possible conflicts between them. Thirdly, the changes
imposed can cause rejection, while changes initiated from below and offered as
a collective project have a better chance of being successfully implemented. If
strategic planning unfolds as a collective project, it promotes partnership
between members of the educational process.

As practice shows, strategic planning is carried out at different levels: 1)
on a personal level - the success is achieved by those who have life plans and a
program of their implementation; 2) at the level of organizations — the majority
of western and eastern enterprises and institutions use strategic planning to
change themselves, get out of difficult external/internal situations; 3) at the level
of territories — regions develop according to adopted strategies and plans; 4) at
the country level - a significant part of countries are currently developing
different areas using a system of planning.

Reforming of higher education system in Ukraine requires: first,
developing a strategic plan for a particular university (its unit) basing on the
main values that are outlined in strategic planning; second, identifying the
requirements to the strategic plan and expected otcomes; third, determining the
basic principles, targets, objectives and framework of reference that should be
considered when creating a strategic plan.

The aim of the article is to reveal the technology and opportunities of
strategic planning for today’s university (school) modernization as a collective
project.

The strategic plan of the university (school) development should take into
account the mission and core values of higher education in general. However,
there are specific features of strategic planning at the level of higher education
establishment (school), which are as follows:

» the subjective values of the university (school) administration play
significant role in strategic planning;

» the possible overall range of alternatives in strategic planning is much
more than the current or operational (annual) plan;

« strategic planning is largely characterized by uncertainty (risk in the
strategic planning are much more difficult to estimate);

» strategic planning requires a large amount of information about
environmental conditions, while the current planning is based more on internal
analysis, as well as information about actions that have already been done;

« strategic planning takes a longer period than operational and current
one;
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 strategic planning usually covers university (its unit) as a whole and
all its assets, while current or operational planning is aimed at performing tasks
by subordinate organizational units;

« strategic plans are usually structured on a global scale and are less
detailed compared to others.

LITERATURE REVIEW

Conceptually basic issues of the educational policy are considered by
many researchers (Heck, 2004). Unresolvedness of the basic issues of
educational policy restrains the conceptualisation of a strategic planning as an
element of this policy (Taylor, Mirou, 2002). In particular, the functionality of
some notions, which are used in research and official documents, is doubtful. It
refers to the notion “educational policy” (Vilchynska, 2012). The levels of
interpretation of educational policy include two directions in its research — both
as politics and as policy (Andrjushemko, Savelev, 2010). In general, the
multidimensional nature of the concept “education policy” is shown by its such
characteristics: educational policy as a socio-political and administrative activity
aimed at achieving educational goals; educational policy as a specific national
policy of providing its own educational interests; educational policy (politics) as
a sphere of relationships of various social groups and individuals about the use
of political institutions in implementing the educational interests and needs;
education policy (policy) as a strategy and tactics of the regulatory,
administrative activity that defines the goals and objectives of education.
M. Kviek rightly calls for the new role integration of university in a global
epoch, as well as a new format of interaction between the university and the
state. We share the position that the model of university that meets the
challenges of globalisation will be viable (Kwiek, 2006). Overthinking strategic
planning of educational system development, universities (their units) occurs in
the transition to lifelong learning, which also requires the development of the
new areas of education policy, strategic planning and adequate resources
(Mclintosh, 2011). We assume that the direct impact on the results and
consequences of educational policy is caused by the consideration of it as a
collective project, which involves the main actors of the educational process and
the institutions of society, especially the higher education institution and the
institution of the market. Strategic planning in these conditions becomes a
consolidated technology implementation of educational policy.

The development of stratagems for different organizations is extremely
acute and insufficiently investigated problem. Thus, A. Dolgorukov offers the
managers of organizations to use social design - a new direction for creating and
transforming various organizational structures, including educational ones
(Dolgorukov, 2011, p. 378). But today there is a need for formation of an
integrated system of strategic planning for Higher Education of Ukraine
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considering global and national trends. Researchers on strategic planning, such
as H. Mintzberg, J. M. Brighton, I. Ansof, D. Hussey and others (Gorbulin,
Kachynskij, 2010; Ansof, 1989; Bryson, 2004; Mintzberg, 2008; Semenchenko,
2008; Uchitel, 2008; Hassi, 2001).

IMPLIMENTATION OF STRATEGIC PLANNING IN THE
UNIVERSITY

Consider the latest results and contemporary trends in strategic planning
enables us to:

- introducing program and goal-oriented method in the activity of
various institutions and their departments;

- developing strategic planning documents that will meet modern
requirements of a particular country, region, sector, institution;

- using standard formal structure and procedure of drafting documents
on economic, social, educational, administrative policies;

- eliminating or reducing the gap between the tasks defined as being
primary and necessary, and financial (material, human, etc.) resources that are
included in the project of Strategic Development Plan.

Regarding the development of the university (school), the strategic
planning plays a key role in the creation of the context for its effective
functioning that would take into account the expectations of society and would
ensure the development of standards that reflect the core values of the education
system and serve to determine the requirements for the efficient functioning of
the court. Strategic planning at higher education is a management process of
creating and maintaining consistency between strategic goals, its potential and
opportunities in the sphere of education.

The strategic plan defines the long-term (at least 3-5 years) strategy of an
individual, organization, country or territory. It is based on external and internal
evaluation data, gives the vision of the future developed by means of consensus,
includes specific goals and objectives described with specific terms - what,
when, by whom, how should be done.

A successful strategic plan typically includes the following components:
the information about vision, mission and values; the analysis which includes
the 1identification people concerned, analysis of the business’ strengths,
weaknesses and achievements; the goals that the actor would like to achieve in
the next 3-5 years; the terms of achieving the objectives; the estimate of
expected outcomes.

It is important before the strategic planning process to answer the
following questions: Why create a strategic plan? How will it be able to increase
the efficiency of the university (school)? Will it be better than the planning
being used now? Are the people taking senior positions committed to this
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process? How much will it cost in terms of time and staff effort? Who should
join the planning team or has experience in strategic planning? Would the
participants of the planning process like to make decisions as to the future of
university (school)? Once positive answers to these questions have been
received, it is advisable to start the process of strategic planning.

In the course of strategic planning of the university (school) development
one should pay attention to six recommendations, which belong to experts from
different countries:

. Strategic planning is a way of thinking and a process, which takes
long time and cannot be completed.

. Strategic planning process should be simple and manageable.

. Involve managers. Do not delegate the planning to staff or consultants.

« Encourage creativity, innovation, imagination, rather than blind
adherence to the planning stage.

« Do not adapt a strategy without careful consideration of ways of its
implementation.

. Strategic planning is not the end by itself; is a tool to help a university
(school) to fulfil its mission (Gorbulin, Kachynskij, 2010; Ansof, 1989; Bryson,
2004; Mintzberg, 2008; Semenchenko, 2008; Uchitel, 2008; Hassi, 2001).

Given these recommendations, the university (school) authorities can take
appropriate steps in the planning process, adapt and adjust procedures to the
needs of the university (school) and its students and faculty based on the advice
of the expert group during strategic planning process.

METHODOLOGY AND DESIGNED KEY STEPS FOR DEVELOPING
THE STRATEGIC PLAN (ON THE EXAMPLE OF IVAN FRANKO
NATIONAL UNIVERSITY OF LVIV (UKRAINE)

Theoretical generalization is supplemented by practical observations and
recommendations of the author. The article describes the technology and
possibilities of strategic planning for today’s university (school) modernization
as being a collective project on the example of working out a strategic
development plan for the Ivan Franko Lviv National University School of Law
of (Ukraine). This program was implemented in September-December 2014
under the auspices of the United States Agency for International Development
(USAID) within the framework of the project “Fair Justice” with the author’s
participation, who was a consultant on strategic planning. The author revealed
the procedure of drawing up a strategic plan and told about the opportunities of
SWOT-analysis in this process, and proposed a collective discussion on
“Drawing up a strategic plan for Law School development - through social
dialogue”. The criteria (SMART-criteria) of evaluating the strategic plan
implementation in legal education development at Ivan Franko National
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University of Lviv (Ukraine), which has been worked out by the author, can be
used in the strategic planning of today’s universities.

To receive a complex results we provided focus group interviews with
students, lectures, main stakeholders and administration. While conducting FGlI,
the participants expressed their opinion on the following four groups of issues:
the features of the University and the School of Law, which will contribute to
the success of the project; the features of the University and the School of Law,
which could harm the project; external conditions that may contribute to the
success of the project; external conditions that can harm the project.

The issues discussed at the FGI to diagnose the state of legal education and
strategies directions of its development:
1. Five key issues of legal education in Ukraine
2. The parties (subjects) interested in training professionals in sociological
specialties
3. Factors affecting the quality of training of legal professions
4. Legal education in terms of the lifelong learning:
 what the School can offer to enhance the legal awareness of citizens;
» what the School can offer to improve the qualification of sociologists-
practitioners;
» what the School can offer to enhance the legal awareness of different
branches of authority in Ukraine;
 what the School can offer for the legal support of Ukraine’s
cooperation with international organizations;
» what the School of Law can offer for training professionals at the
intersection of various disciplines.

As the result we decided to implement next steps of Strategic Planninng.

Step 1. Defining prospects includes outlining the ideal vision of the future
of university and outlining definite prospects of development. It is necessary to
find the answers to such questions, slightly moving to the realm of an ideal
world: How will the university (school) look like in 5-15 years? What
educational services will be in demand? What will the qualifications,
educational and cultural level of potential students be like? What will affect their
relationships and behaviour? What values will be vital for university (school) in
the future? What are the professional plans of teaching staff and what are
university’s opportunities for their fulfilment? How will the university (school)
be seen by people and potential employers? What is the image of the university
(school) that will most contribute to the quality of specialist training?

Having made a list of basic moral values and principles of the
organization, strategic planning group will be able to provide the university
(school) authorities with advice on how to organize activities.

Step 2. “Here and Now” or SWOT-analysis is designed to get answers to
the following questions: 1. Where are we now? 2. Where do we want to be? 3.
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How do we get there? Accordingly, the typical questions which are to assess the
environment of a university (school) are as follows: What is the university
(school) like today? Are there any changes among students and teachers? If yes,
which ones? What is the impact of current trends in higher education on the
future university (school)? What other organizations provide services to the
university (school) and what are these services? What are the up-to-date needs
and what needs may arise tomorrow?

Step 3. Setting goals and objectives. Specific objectives that are to be
achieved are determined to help the university (school) to move from the current
to the desired state. Strategic goals are determined by analysing internal and
external factors (strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats) and for each
university they are unique. They determine the way of university (school)
development. Strategic goals must meet the following requirements: clearly
specify the direction development; be realistic; be result-oriented. In other
words, goals must be ‘smart’ (from English “smart” - intelligent) or SMART
(Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Realistic, Timely) and meet the following
requirements as certainty, measurability, achievability, feasibility, timeliness.
After defining the strategic goals, the strategic planning group should focus on
identifying the objectives. An objective is a detailed plan for achieving strategic
goals. Experts on strategic planning (bpaiicon, 2004; Mintzberg, 2008)
reasonably point out that the task should be consistent with the strategic goals
and the latter must comply with the mission of the university (school). After
defining the objectives it is advisable to analyse what is needed (the resources
and specific actions) to fulfil them.

Step 4. The process of evaluation and revision of the strategic plan. This
step is given to the fact that the university (school) operates in an environment
which is inherent turbulence. Considering this turbulence requires that the
strategic plan should be able to be evaluated by a wide range of experts in terms
of financial, psychological and social issues that will ensure an adequate basis
for further predicted and controlled development of the university (school).

Evaluation of outcomes. It should be clearly defined who is personally
responsible for each step, the direction of the strategic plan. It is important to
monitor the progress of individual employees. At regular intervals, every head
of higher education establishment (school) should review his vision and mission
and appropriately evaluate and adjust his work and the work of subordinates.

Step 5. Implementation of the strategic plan. The implementation of the
plan is real testing of assumptions and future vision of the organization and the
organizational capacity to achieve goals. The implementation of the plan may
require greater specification of objectives, detailed steps to be taken to achieve
them. The attention is directed more to short-term activities contributing to
gaining the objectives. The process of evaluation continues at this stage and is
the basis for making adjustments into the implementation of the strategic plan.
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Strategic planning is structured and more or less formalized effort of an
actor, aimed at developing and implementing strategic plans, projects and
programs. In turn, the development of a plan as a specific activity is a sequential
process consisting of several interrelated steps:

e setting goals;

e defining strategies (‘strategic set’) and ways of its carrying out;

e predicting sequences of action within a sufficiently long time period
and incorporating them into plans, projects and programs of different types,
which are tools to achieve the objectives and strategies;

e organization of performing planned tasks;

e tracking, controlling and analysing tasks being carried out.

The last two steps are a transition to the introduction of an integrated
system of strategic management, since they presuppose the necessity of
organizational-analytical and controlling- coordinating activity not only in the
bodies of strategic planning, but also in the parts where the actions defined by
strategic plans and programs are performed.

The purpose of strategic planning is to establish a procedure for the
preparation of effective functioning of higher education establishment (school).
The implementation of this goal is possible if a strategic plan is consistent with
fundamental principles, namely:

e goal-setting and goal-achieving — all means and ways of their
implementation provided in the strategic planning aim at setting and achieving
goals (strategic quidelines): the planning system is responsible for it.
Correspondence to this principle demonstrates the efficiency of the plans that
are critical to achieve the results;

e multivariation, alternativeness and selectivity are a reaction to the
changing environment by switching to a pre-defined and reasonable alternatives;

e (globality, systematicity, integrity and balance focus on specific
strategies covering all aspects of the object functioning and the relationships
between them; within the strategic planning a system of decisions is prepared,
rather than separate decisions; focus on the changing situation inside and outside
the higher education institution (school);

e continuity and consistency - strategic changes are to be implemented
in a specific order (which was discussed during the consideration of ‘strategic
set’) on the basis of the results achieved and the specific characteristics of
processes and phenomena;

e continuity — strategic activity is a complex process, which returns the
university (school) to the initial stage if stopped;

e scientific and methodological validity — using common scientific and
methodological approaches helps develop real plans, consistent with the
parameters of the external and internal environment;
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o feasibility, achievability — taking into account peculiarities of the
object of the strategic plan and possibilities of achieving certain parameters;

o flexibility, agility, reaction to the situation — taking into account the
time characteristics and nature of changes occurring in higher education
establishment (school) according to the stages of ‘life cycles’; this is contributed
to in case of reliable feedback;

e effectiveness and social orientation — ensuring, on one hand,
exceeding the results predicted when planning over the expenses necessary for
the plan implementation; on the other hand, solving not only purely production
problems, but also participating in social problems mitigation;

e (uantitative and qualitative determination — planning should give
some guidance that will play the role of control points, but planning cannot be
based only on the calculation of indicators forgetting the essence of the
processes to be implemented;

« long-term measures — focus on solving complex problems that exist in
the long term perspective; inability of their elimination with a momentary event
encourages reasonable, consistent, complex measures.

Period (time characteristics) of the strategic planning depends on an
organization’s specificity, its industry sector, the level of uncertainty and
environment dynamics.

Increasing the ‘time horizon’ does not increase efficiency of plans. One
of the factors (especially for schools) quality improvement of plans is
increasing the frequency of planning (due to correction), content improving
that affects deeper than the extended period.

It is worth paying attention to the benefits of strategic planning, among
which there are the following:

» connection of the ongoing solutions to future results, organized
comprehension of decisions (despite spontaneous acceptance) with forecasting
their consequences;

* focus on the search for alternatives to achieve the objectives that the
permissible purposes within defined goals and existing restrictions;

* identify opportunities and threats, strengths and weaknesses of the
higher education institution (school), their consideration in setting goals and
formulating strategies to make an impact on those aspects of today;

» conscious preparation of the future and for the future;

« responsibilities separation not only between activities, but also between
current and future activities.

Note that strategic planning has characteristics that if they failed to use
can damage the development and implementation of strategic plans. This is the
so-called “trap” strategic planning, among which the most dangerous are:
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* substitution of the strategic content to the form, bureaucratization of
procedures developing strategies and plans;

* excessive time spent to develop strategic plans, which manifests itself
In late reactions to changes in the environment;

* a gap between strategic and current activity, expectations that the
presence of the strategy is sufficient for its implementation;

* overstating expectations, development of unrealistic plans that do not
include specificity of object planning and capabilities (including speed) of
changes implementation;

» hope for “cure” for adversity and focus on it all the forces and
resources, rather than a systematic approach for the implementation of strategic
activities.

In the practical application of strategic planning at the university may
have problems that are caused by the following shortcomings:

* Lack of necessary information to make strategic decisions and
development of strategic plans; as a consequence — low validity planning
documents;

* lack of alternative plans;

* insufficient use of scientific and methodological arsenal planning,
scenarios and situational planning methods (using models such as “What if ...”)
and so on;

* underdeveloped system of this analysis, monitoring and adjustment of
strategic plans;

» dogmatic exaggeration of the quantitative indicators;

» imperfect system of incentives for strategic planning group members
and individuals involved in the development and implementation of policy
measures;

« insufficient level of organizational, social, psychological and financial
support of strategic planning.

Strategy and program — those are the aspects of the management of a
university (school) activity that the administration has constantly keep in sight.
This strategy is, above all, the goal, and the program is a tool for its
implementation. The validity of the strategy can exceed the validity of the
program.

Strategic planning is associated with strategic thinking and actions.
Strategic planning is helpful in the organization and management of a
university (school) only if it improves strategic thinking and actions of the
administration, lecturers and students, but it does not replace them. The benefit,
which strategic planning potentially gives, is that it encourages strategic
thinking and action. Decisions taken by the administration of a university
(school) should be reasonable, that is based on comprehensive information
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about the higher education system, the specific mission of a specific higher
education establishment (school) and strategic vision of their development.

Developing strategic plans usually precedes the SWOT analysis or
evaluation of such institutional capacity of a school and environment
(competition and legal context) in which it operates.

SWOT-analysis is a necessary tool for strategic planning. SWOT
abbreviation was offered by Professor K. Andrews in 1963. Initially SWOT -
analysis was intended to structure the knowledge of the current situation and
trends. However, in 1965 four professors at Harvard University — Lorened,
Christensen, Andrew and Guth offered the modern technology of SWOT-
method used to develop the strategy behaviour of any organization. In general,
SWOT-analysis does not include economic categories, so now it has
established itself as a comfortable universal methodology used to develop
strategies in various spheres of life. SWOT-analysis is a mandatory preliminary
stage in the preparation of strategic plans at any level. Data obtained as a result
of the SWOT-analysis can serve as basic principles for the development of
strategic objectives to help a group of experts to develop an effective strategy
for the settlement of problems of national security. The essence of the SWOT-
method of strategic planning is to distinguish four categories: Strengths,
Weaknesses, Opportunities, Threats (Gorbulin, Kachynskij, 2010, p. 108-119).

We will complement theoretical generalization with practical
observations and recommendations. Within the “Promoting of lvan Franko
Lviv National University School of Law in drafting the strategic development
plan”, the author participated as a consultant on strategic planning in
developing a strategic plan for the School of Law. The event was supported by
the US Agency for International Development (USAID) in the framework of a
project ‘Fair Justice’.

Here are the results of the SWOT-analysis of the situation at lvan Franko
Lviv National University School of Law, which were formulated by the SPC
members to be taken into account in the formulation of the foundations of the
Strategic Plan. Here is the procedure of strategic plans by the example of the
development strategy of the school. Remote online technologies were used, a
secret group in the social network “Facebook™ entitled “Strategic Planning
Committee (SPC)” (September-December 2014) was created. We will
summarize data of the SWOT-analysis strategic planning carried out at the
School of Law as for the organization of legal education to find the ways to
improve it (Table 1).

- The structure and content of the strategic plan of the school;

- How the strategic and tactical goals of the school correspond to each
other;

- Focus on partnerships in the implementation of the strategic plan of the
department: how to secure;

- Social dialogue in the system of partnership for the implementation of the
strategic plan.

* How to provide strategically latest trends in education:

1) legal education system is based on a new technological base (new
technological elements can give up learning “face to face” and focus on the
development of the abilities of computer and telecommunications technologies;

2) learning content provides no assimilation of past truths, but training to
master the methods and content knowledge, which previously never existed,;
extend non-formal education, which aims to compensate for the shortcomings
and contradictions of the traditional educational system and often meets
immediate educational needs which are unable to meet formal education,
including the higher one;

3) transition from the concept of functional training to the concept of
personal development.

* How to strategically consider the following trends of higher education,
including legal one as: continuity, interdisciplinary, liberalization,
commercialization and others?

- New legal profession (e.g. medical law, legal psychology, etc.);

- New competences of lawyers and ways of their formation;

- The financing sources of lawyers’ training: the role of the state order;

- How to implement such system of legal education at different stages of
life, which characterizes democracy, flexibility, modularity and variability.

» How to implement e-education on the faculty?

 Evaluation of the ability of the university to develop and implement a
strategic plan for the School of Law:

- Formation of strategic thinking of the participants;
- The necessary resource base;

- The necessary organizational measures (changes);
- The necessary management measures.

» What should be the procedure of acceptance (adoption) of the strategic

plan for the School of Law?

- The role of the school in the adoption of the plan;

- What ethical issues are updated at the School in the implementation of
the strategic plan.
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* How to meet the needs of the labour market in terms of lawyers under the
conditions of the increased demand for them, for example, the introduction of
mandatory health insurance? How will the School take this challenge?

* How will the lustration process in Ukraine affect the need for lawyers and
how will the School accept the challenge?

An important issue for strategic planning of the University (School) is to
determine the criteria for assessing the strategic plan. The following ones are
included to them: Is it a clear and specific plan? Is the plan realistic, practical
and measurable? Can it be implemented within a specified time? Are there
human, financial and physical resources for implementation of the plan? Is it
clear who is responsible for its implementation? Is there a clear pattern of
decision making?

Below there are the developed by the author criteria for evaluating the
implementation of the strategic plan of legal education at lvan Franko National
University of Lviv (Ukraine).

DEVELOPED SMART-CRITERIA FOR STRATEGIC PLAN

SPECIFIC:

v licensing and accreditation of educational programs developed by the
School, at the national and international levels;

v high scientific and educational potential of the teaching staff at the
School;

v improving the School’s ranking (entering the 3 best law Schools of
Ukraine).

MEASURABLE:

v' removal from the list of existing specializations those which in the
labour market are not in demand in the long term;

v expansion of training and retraining programs for lawyers, for which
there is demand;

v increasing number of orders from employers to target training of
lawyers;

v"increase the number of students at the School;

v increasing the number of lecturers and students who were trained
(studied) with exchange programmes;

v reducing the number of the School graduates who are not employed by
specialty within six months after graduation;

v" reducing the number of students expelled for academic failure.

ASSIGNABLE:

v" social order for the lawyers at the School;

v’ prestige of getting legal education at the School;

v increase of the financial income at the School (sale of legal services,
training of students under the contract etc.).
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REALISTIC:

v' Increase of law students’ motivation to study;

v’ the School’s graduates’ readiness to work under new conditions, their
ability to improve their individual competitiveness

v' compliance with professional expectations of law students to the
requirements of the labour market;

v’ ability of the School’s administration to develop and adopt unique
solutions to achieve meaningful results;

v" responding the School’s resource base to the plan of improving its
activity.

TIMED:

v’ develop, approbate and implement a new model of a specialist in legal
science (specify the key date);

v’ draft a restructuring of the School (specify the key date);

v conduct attestation of the teaching staff in order to determine whether
the lecturers meet the new requirements (specify the key date);

v’ carry out control measures of the legal training of students at the School
(specify the key date);

v conclude cooperation agreements with potential employers (specify the
key date);

v conclude cooperation agreements with universities that train lawyers
and have a high rating (specify the key date).

Finally, we want to stress a very important aspect of developing
universities and its structures today — their presentation in Internet. Spreading of
new information technologies is the leading factor in the transformation of
educational practices in the world. It should be noted that modern universities
are actively exploring the resources of the Internet. Focusing on self-
presentation in “Global Web” determine them to use in scientific and
educational activities potential of their websites and other resources. This is two-
way process, because without the development the strategy of the University it
is difficult to develop its website. For now in Ukraine becoming more popular a
view that the university website is not only an advertising or PR instrument.
Formed a new strategic vision for the University, within which are distributed e-
learning technologies. E-learning technologies are changing the traditional logic
of the educational process, its organization, the system of relations between
different actors in the education sphere and forms new requirements for the
structure and content of the website of the University and its units (faculties,
departments, etc.). For example, D. Sugak proposes to consider the website of
the department as a key structural unit of the University portal (Sugak, 2012: 77-
81). We believe that freedom of designing web resources by individual
university departments should be within the development strategy of the whole
university. After the formation of university rankings affecting the efficiency of
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its website. D. Shevchenko and Y. Loktyushyna propose the following key
performance criteria for university website: the attractiveness of design, easiness
of navigation, content completeness, availability and quality of feedback
(interactive) website visibility on the web. (Shevchenko, Loktjushina, 2014;
Shevchenko, 2014). Thus, the key role in the strategy of the modern university
holds the information architecture of its website.

Also, we want to add. Collective action is the action that is in the public
domain and is implemented by two or more actors (groups, communities) to
achieve the same public good. It is the collective action which is implemented
as a collaborative project in the process of the strategic planning of the modern
university (school) development. The strategic plan of the university (school)
development as a collective project is considered by us as a collective social
action that caused the collective response to the significant social event —
creating an image of the future university (school) and steps for its impractical
implementation. The term “reaction”, according to Jean Starobynskyy, comes
in three types of discourse: conviction, acquittal and call to action
(Starobynskyy, 2008, p. 369). Similar to these discourses, we can assume that
during strategic planning participants are to conduct collective project called
evaluation of university (school) in three main areas: first, to determine what
has not been done and what has not allowed to occupy the leading position of
the University; secondly, why this was not done and, thirdly, to show how to
call (motivate) concerned actors to implement specific steps to improve the
educational and scientific activities of the University (School).

CONCLUSIONS

Strategic Plan should be a collective project. In favour of this thesis, there
are some arguments. First, the development of the university as a social
organization is a collective process, which involves collective interests and
collective action of all participants (students, teachers, support staff,
administration etc.); Second, strategic planning is a process of social change that
affects different groups, so to prevent conflicts between them is their appropriate
participation in the process of strategic planning. Thirdly, imposed changes can
cause rejection, while changes initiated from below and offered as a collective
project, are more likely to be implemented. Strategic Planning of the University
development must be a collective project at all stages of its improvement and
implementation. If strategic planning acts as a collective project, it promotes
partnerships between members of the educational process. Strategic art is
inherently creative and collective. The process of individualization, i.e. the
release of the person from under the power of the society, affects also the
institution of higher education. At the same time, functioning and development
of higher education implies collective connections, which is a necessary
condition for the implementation of its functions. This is the basis why the
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strategic planning of university (its units) becomes a collective project.

Strategic planning at the university level (its units) in modern Ukraine is
restrained by conceptual undevelopment of the national strategy for the further
development of higher education.

Requirements for the strategic planning of the university development
requires the development of regulatory and guidance materials for the
implementation of e-learning educational technologies. Enabling deployment of
these technologies in the strategic plan of the university (its units) development
corresponds to the trends of the modern education development.

We are considers the problem of collective spatial representations. Analyzed
biographical interviews of residents of regional communities of Donbas and Galicia.
Particular attention is paid to the spatial representation of youth. Specific regional history,
age, professional features determine spatial discourse that aims to build a narrative of space.
Description of space connected with biographical situation of man and inseparable from
generation measurement.

Analysis of the interview is divided into two parts: the first - the perception of own city,
the second - the perception of other settlements where people had to happen, a separate part
of the analysis stands comparison respondent spaces of cities of Donbas and Galicia. We tried
to identify the types of discourses, which are at the intersection of describing space.
Highlights include: the discourse of historical memory (where certain places in the city are
interpreted based on historical events and their interpretation by the city community),
generation discourse (depending on the age of the person describing the space differently).
Young characteristic more emotional, sometimes sharp, space describing their city and
experience stay in other cities, compared with older generations restrained narrative. Results
