The article presents the results of research carried out among Ukrainian students
studying in the Podkarpacie region on the attitude to socio-political changes in Ukraine. The
survey method was used to obtain data. With the use of auditorium survey, 250 responses
from students studying in Rzeszow and Przemysl were received. The results of the research
indicate that youth assess the possibility of achieving life goals and aspirations in Ukraine
negatively. The future of youth in Ukraine was assessed with more optimism. The socio-
political changes in Ukraine were rated lower. One third of respondents claims that positive
socio-political changes in Ukraine will take place. Only every tenth respondent maintains that
the authorities control the socio-political situation. Joining the European Union is perceived
as a chance to eliminate corruption and improving the life conditions of Ukrainians.

The following paper aims at presenting the findings of a survey conducted in October
2013 on a group of 253 students from Ukraine, who have recently undertaken studies in
Poland. The qualitative research attempts to answer the question of what associations,
images and knowledge of Poland they have. The data obtained by this means has been divided
into seven thematic fields. In this article, the thematic structure of each category has been
shown. Poland has been most often associated with its membership of the European Union,
furthermore, it has been invariably “positively” evaluated. Respondents’ associations, facts
and images have depicted Poland as being idyllic or even utopian. The aforementioned
associations are strongly influenced by respondents’ projections and plans for the future.

POLISH GENERATION Y AS A GENERATION IN THE SITUATION OF
ANOMIE. THE PROPOSAL OF A DESCRIPTION OF YOUNG POLES’
SITUATION ON THE JOB MARKET ON THE BASIS OF THE THEORY
OF ANOMIE BY ROBERT MERTON

The article consists of two parts. In the first one, there are presented the most important
conclusions which stem from the query (conducted in years 2010-2013) about characteristic
features of young Poles. While gathering materials for the analysis, the attention was paid to
the presence of information about features present in declarations, attitudes and behavior of
young people which pertain to the job market. In the second part, the thesis will be proposed,
according to which the situation of Polish Generation Y may be described as the situation of
anomie.

Keywords: Generation Y, anomie, job market, neoliberalism, young people, youth

POLISH GENERATION Y AS A SUBJECT OF RESEARCH AND
A MARKETING LABEL

Researchers of generational conditioning of the attitude towards
employment enumerate several features which are often ascribed to
representatives of Generation Y’. Among them one can mention: high
flexibility, low loyalty towards the employer, readiness for teamwork or self-
confidence based on high self-esteem (Chester, 2006). Obviously, this is a
certain model, an ideal type, and its presence in the vast circulation is an effect
of not only observation but also marketing activities and journalists’ articles.
The category of “Generation Y is many a time a topic addressed to vast target
audience of publications. The name “Generation Y itself has come to the social
awareness as a result of an article published in an American weekly magazine
entitled “Advertising Age” at the beginning of the ‘90s. It took place in 1992 or
1993 (Wrzesien, 2009).

In the aforementioned article from the weekly magazine “Advertising Age”
it was stated that the generation of Millennials consists of people born in the
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years 1984-1994. However, according to theorists who distinguish Generation
X, which precedes Generation Y, people who were born in 1983 should also be
included there. These classifications are, obviously, agreed on. For the purpose
of this article, the author assumes that the generation of interest is the one
consisting of people born at the beginning of the ‘80s and at the turn of decades
and the moment when Generation Y started is the year 1983.

Ulrich Beck states that nowadays people “have been liberated from the
forms of industrial society — class, family, position indicated by sex” (Beck,
2004, p. 113). This way of thinking is also important for the popularity of the
category of generation. While examining features ascribed to Generation Y and
vast sociological literature which explains some of them, the thesis may be
proposed that establishing such categories as Generation X, Millennials,
Generation Z or Generation C (Tapia) says more about socio-economic
conditions in which those generations grew up rather than about people who
belong to those generations.

DESCRIPTION OF GENERATION Y

While describing Generation Y, I refer to two sociological conceptions. The
first one comes from economic sociology and it is called homo economicus.

A model representative of Generation Y is a man who approaches the life
reasonably and is guided by calculations while having ordered preferences
(Morawski, 2001). It results in consequences visible in occupational life. People
from Generation Y are constantly looking for a “better place” for themselves,
perceiving it through the prism of money (salary) and their well-being at work
or the possibilities of self-fulfillment. It is also highlighted that the
representatives of this generation receive many stimuli and in this case they are
similar to the inhabitants of big cities who were described by George Simmel
(Simmel, 2005). The stimuli are mostly media and computer games which
accompanied the youth of this generation. It is also assumed that due to
computer games, representatives of Generation Y expect regular and frequent
feedback on what they engage in.

Among Polish research on Generation Y the work of Witold Wrzesien
entitled “European searchers. Impressions about contemporary generation of
Polish youth” should be mentioned. The author, while writing about Polish
equivalent of the western Generation Y, claims that this is a generation which
“lives everyday lives and the future of their days” (Wrzesien, 2009, p. 49). It is
emphasized that the representatives of this generation anticipate what is going to
happen and try to adapt to new situations. This motif is also present in articles,
publicists’ comments, research reports (for instance: a project from the year
2013 “Brought up in the net” which contains information about how the
representatives of Generation Y use the Internet and what their life values are or
what they think about the idea of Generation Y) or conferences and debates (for
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example the meeting organized in March 2012 entitled “Generation Y — a
chance or a conflict”).

In conclusion, it should be stated that the representatives of the social group
named Polish Generation Y are young workers who either enter the job market
or already work but only for a few years. While assuming that the year 1983 is
the year when this Generation begins (Andraloj¢, Lawrynowicz, 2012, p. 48),
the oldest representatives thereof were about 30 years old in 2014. The main
research question of this article is whether the features based on theoretical
model which are ascribed to this Generation are in line with real-life practices of
representatives of this Generation, and, if so, to what extent.

MOBILE ? FULL OF OPTIMISM? GENERATION Y IN POLAND

In the light of theories about the functioning of Generation Y on the job
market, the data I paid attention to concerns: the hierarchy of life values (and the
position of money and family life in this hierarchy), offered readiness for
mobility (mostly occupational mobility) and expectations from work which were
formulated. The most important conclusions are the following:

Money is an important value for Polish Generation Y, but not the most
important one. According to the data derived from the research Social Diagnosis
2011, the representatives of Generation Y more often than the representatives of
Generation X indicate “money” as a meaningful life value (Generation Y —
39,2%, Generation X — 29,4%).

Representatives of Generation Y are mobile. Among the representatives of
Generation Y the stability of employment is less important than for the
representatives of Generation X (Generation Y — 41%, Generation X — 51%, on
the basis of the Social Diagnosis). This corroborates preliminary intuitions about
bigger tendency of Generation X to be mobile and justifies labelling them as
typical representatives of flexible working hours.

Among representatives of Generation Y it may be observed that the attitude
towards work is both instrumental and autotelic. Data obtained from World
Values Survey shows that the representatives of the older generation more often
expect both work without risk (39,6% - Generation X, 26,89% - Generation Y)
and working with people who they like (36,6% — Generation X, 28,2% —
Generation Y). Furthermore, for them more important is doing important
(meaningful, purposeful) work (38,4% — Generation X, 28,4% - Generation Y).
These results are juxtaposed with the report published in 2010 by Deloitte
company “Are students and alumni ready to make their first move on the job
market”.

WHY ANOMIE? SITUATION OF YOUNG POLISH WORKERS VS THE
CRISIS

After familiarizing oneself with the general image of Polish Generation Y
(it 1s a kind of bird’s-eye view) I wish to present the way of thinking about
behaviors of its representatives which employs the classic sociological theory of
Robert K. Merton described in “Sociological theory and social structure”. This
theory is particularly valuable as a basis of understanding difficult (in economic
dimension) situation of young generation.

The anomie tension (described by Merton) between culturally defined goals
and institutionalized ways of achieving them may be considered on the example
of contemporary situation of young people, especially alumni of universities in
Poland. After graduating from the universities (which, as I assume, is connected
with patience, diligence) and taking advantage of “the allowed way of achieving
a goal” (Merton, 1982, p. 199), they do not achieve this goal, named by Merton
“a thing worth endeavors” (Merton, 1982, p. 199). They do not accomplish their
intention described as “power and money” and, what is more, as it is shown by
media publications®, they often do not even increase their economic ambitions.
This is the description of a situation of anomie, in Merton’s understanding,
which can be the starting point for research on what actions are taken up by
young workers while faced with such conditions.

This situation can also be considered from a wider perspective. In economic
sociology the category of work norms is often used. Job market researchers
usually indicate two norms: the norm of work as a duty and the norm of work
inclusion. The first one is understood as “a duty of a member of society to work
for it” (Kozek, 2013, p. 61). It emphasizes the actions of particular citizens-
workers whose task is to do their work well and make it as easy to be done and
accepted as possible. The work inclusion norm emphasizes duties of society and
the institution of educational system towards individuals who work or would
like to work. In order to determine which norm prevails in Polish society,
economic sociologists use the data gathered in an international project MOW
(the Meaning of Working). As it is written by Wiestawa Kozek, “Polish part was
characterized by relatively high level of declarative acceptance of both norms,
but, at the same time, the inclusion norm seemed to be a bit stronger than the
duty norm” (Kozek, 2013, p. 60).

I wish to propose a thesis according to which the situation of anomie of
young Polish workers also stems from incapacity of fulfilling one or both of the
aforementioned norms. While writing about young people in Poland (the
representatives of Polish Generation Y) the problem of the high unemployment
level is often indicated; according to the data from the end of 2011, there were
more than 180 000 alumni registered in the employment office, while the year

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before there were less than 170 000 (Kozek, 2013, p. 65). The majority of
researchers of Polish job market agree that the unemployment of elderly people
(often long-lasting unemployment) is a smaller problem (as far as the scale is
concerned) than the unemployment of the young generation.

The fact of high unemployment level among alumni is a situation of anomie
when there is a high norm of work as a duty. A young person would like to get a
job in order to fulfill the duty of work for other people from the society. In such
case the anomie situation stems from the fact that this intention cannot be
fulfilled because of the unemployment and the lack of places in which this
intention could be accomplished. On the other hand, the problem can be
reformulated and there can be found situations in which the “anomie situations”
proposed by Merton take place on the verge of goals imposed by the inclusion
norm and this what is found by university alumni who enter the job market.

One of the elements which accompanies the work inclusion norm is faith in
the educational system. This faith is accompanied by expectations that this
system will prepare each young person for a good job if this person happens to
make an effort to learn (Kozek, 2013, p. 60). Polish alumni of numerous majors
(those who received good diploma marks included) also realize that in spite of
having formal attestations of qualifications (diplomas, licenses, various course
certificates) are not guaranteed a good job by the system (in accordance with the
inclusion norm, the reason for the problem is the way the system works).

The examples of anomie situations may also be found on the micro level, in
everyday functioning of workers in the job environment. Such observations may
be qualified as “microscopic images of social macrocosm” (Merton, 1982,
p. 201). Merton indicated situations which can be described as those bearing the
potential of anomie while writing about competitors who take part in
competitions, for whom the success is interpreted rather as “winning the game”
and not winning in accordance with the game rules.

The direction in which these analyses can further develop may be focusing
on the types of individual adaptation of young workers to the situation on the job
market they meet. The ways which seem to be valid here are: conformism,
innovation, ritualism, withdrawal and rebellion. The most interesting seem to be
finding the practices (types of reactions, answers, strategies) which young
workers manifest while facing such occupational situations (for instance when
they are not able to fulfill the norm of work as a duty). Among them, there are
probably conformists as well as innovators (who find new (using Merton’s
terminology) culture goals, who replace the urge for earning big money with
striving for self-fulfillment) or ritualists (who lower the level of their social
expectations to “the level on which an individual’s aspirations may be fulfilled”
(Merton, 1982, p. 214) or lower the urge for “standing out in the World” and go
to the university only to get a diploma and meet expectations but do not assume
that getting a diploma will be meaningful for their future plans and aspirations.
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Moreover, they do not expect that a diploma will help them in building their
position in the world or provide them with an occupational advantage.

Ideas and categories indicated by me constitute the proposal of a research
and analysis of the strategies of young people on the job market. I hope that in
reference to the theory proposed by Robert K. Merton and to the image of Polish
Generation Y which emerges from the data, this is a proposal which may
provide an interesting and meaningful description of young generation of Polish
workers.

It could be a theme of huge sociological research with using IDI (Individual
in Depth Interview) with diagnostic elements with young people who represent
Generation Y about their strategies on the job market (connected with desk
research about behavior of young workers in their first worksites). To my way of
thinking current popularity (primarily in mass media) of headwords as
generation Y or precariat causes more systematic and scientific reflection about
problems connected to existence young people on the contemporary job market.

Authors of the article describe the important aspect of the political culture of modern
Polish youth student attitudes to a democratic political system. The main assumption is that
the quality of democracy in future largely depends on the attitudes of young people, which are
shaped today: by the political elite, mass media, schools and universities, as well as parents.
The authors investigate the problem in two dimensions: (1) democracy as a value, and (2) the
manner of functioning of democracy. The article presents data from a survey that was made
among Polish students.

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CHILDREN AND YOUNG PEOPLE IN THE CITY EXTRACTS
FROM KRAKOW RESEARCH

This article discusses selected issues of studies on youth and childhood from the
perspective of three research projects that vary in terms of subject matter and methodology.
The first part of the article focuses on questions of the subjective dimension of childhood and
its manifestations, taking into account such issues as the social description of the child’s
world from the perspective of children’s philosophy of values. The second part refers to
questions of teenagers and their approach to the urban space, and ways of “mapping”, using
and helping to create the city. Finally, the subject of social perception of young people from
urban enclaves is discussed from the point of view of their inhabitants.

Keywords: childhood, teenagers, youth, exclusion, urban space.

INTRODUCTION

This article presents topics from three projects in order to demonstrate
various research perspectives encompassing childhood and youth as
developmental, cultural and social phenomena and not always obvious ones,
changing according to the context, the way in which a problem is approached
and its manifestation. The first results to be presented will be partial ones from
the project “From sociology to social work. The social phenomenon of
childhood” led by Katarzyna Ornacka, referring to the subjective dimension of
childhood and its manifestations.” The emphasis of this research was placed on
three areas: (re)construction of images of childhood from the point of view of
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the child as expert and taking into account the idea of the competent child;
analysis of the specific nature of a child’s relationship with adults based on the
premise of a subjective approach towards partners present in a common social
space; and description of the social world of the child taking into consideration
the childhood philosophy of values as well as images of childhood from an adult
perspective.

The next project, “Is the city unnecessary? New life spaces of young city
inhabitants”,” headed by Marta Smagacz-Poziemska, looks at the question of
teenagers and their attitude towards the urban space, distinguishing three types
of space: the urban centre, place of residence and shopping arcades. How do
young people “map” the city space? In what way do they make use of it (and
thus co-create it)? Which spaces and places are important for them — and for
what reasons? In the globalised world, do local and specific urban
planning/cultural factors have an influence? Answers to these questions were
sought using comparative empirical research among secondary school pupils
conducted in two large cities differing in many respects: Krakow and Katowice.

In the project “The social closing of space. The influence of social
exclusion on perception and cognitive schematisation of physical space and
territorial behaviour of excluded people”,” underway since 2013 and led by
Marcjanna Noézka, the problem of young people appears among others in the
context of adult respondents assessing their own neighbourhood/place of
residence, with young people being identified as both a “matter of concern” and
a “source of threats”. Among the areas where the research was carried out were
urban spaces that local research identified as being particularly degraded and
dangerous, and it is the statements of the inhabitants of these districts that are
quoted in this article.

CHILDREN WITH AN UNUSUAL ME CONSTITUTION IN THE
SOCIAL SPACE

To date, the vision of a child as an actor of social life and an active
observer of it, which can be used to grasp not only the world of children’s
experiences encompassing diverse spaces (economic, socio-political, cultural,
ethical or theological) but also the barriers and limitations associated with
participation in social life, has not been a particular subject of interest for Polish
sociologists. Research on children has tended to be carried out mostly by
psychologists and educationalists. Exceptions are the studies and reports of
Monika Sajkowska (1999), Malgorzata Jacyno and Alina Szulzycka (1999), as
well as analyses resulting from the reforms to the social assistance system. As
a result, a central place in the research is held by qualitative analysis of the

individual biographical trajectories of children with an unusual Me constitution,
threatened by social marginalisation. This individual and at the same time social
micro-world of the “small person” described by Janusz Korczak is embedded in
the structure of the social world and subject to contextualisation, processes of
deconstruction and reconstruction in various social discourses, as well as
transformations at the macrostructural level. Citing the guidelines of Edyta
Stein, which constitute an interpretative framework concerning the construction,
realisation and evaluation of empirical material, we can say that a child is
a Person, which means that he/she can be understood only through that in which
he/she expresses him/herself, through the world which he/she brings and shows
to another person. He/she is the “carrier of his/her personality”, and thus unique.
In this sense, the child is also an autonomous being, meaning that no reason or
justification is needed to exist or be (see Stein, 1988). It is important to
complement this by analysing and reflecting on the social nature of the child as
an individual subject and on the construction of an individual and social identity,
which is expressed in intersubjectivity (participation), dialogue and relations
with another person.

In an attempt to answer the question of what the phenomenon of
childhood means, the author attempted to examine children’s world of
experiences from the perspective of individual biographical trajectories,
concentrating in particular on their activities as agents. She was interested above
all in the degree to which children are actors in social life, have an influence on
increased control over their lives and belief in their own lives and possibilities,
as well as in the social spaces in which they expand their knowledge,
competences and skills. At the same time, she tried to establish/recognise the
mechanisms that hamper preservation and facilitate construction of good
relations with adults.

The research was conducted among children, whose role was that of the
main experts in defining the problem of childhood and the related determinants,
and adults with a direct connection to the children through their work with or
employment at educational care centres. The group of respondents aged 10-15
included 500 children attending educational care centres in Matopolska region®
and 593 children representing primary and secondary schools in Malopolska.’
Significant criteria of the sample selection were: age — the early adolescent
phase; family type — multi-problem, not coping with educational care functions

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and institutional “affiliation”.'” The image of childhood from the point of view
of children was complemented by an analysis of the statements of adults
involved in social assistance and childcare representing various positions and
institutions.'' However, this topic will not be analysed as it does not fit the scope
of this article.

In the research group of children who represented institutional forms of
assistance, a total of 500 individual in-depth interviews were carried out, while
500 family drawings based on associations and 500 tests on the “How Do You
Cope?” (Jak Sobie Radzisz? — JSR) scale and Personal Competence Scale (Skala
Kompetencji Osobistej — SKOs) were also analysed.'” The second, comparative
research group comprised children in the same age ranges, selected at random
from primary and lower secondary schools in Malopolska. The material was
collected based on collective case studies and a survey technique.” Analysis of
it permitted identification of the mechanisms that influence the attitudes adopted
by children towards adults. A total of 593 people participated in the study,
completing a questionnaire containing eight open questions, and among them
500 also completed the “How Do You Cope?” scale and Personal Competence
Scale. In the adult group, the material was collected using collective case studies
and a survey technique. Initially, the research with the participation of this group
of respondents featured 500 people — students and representatives of assistance
institutions, but following initial analysis of the material, data obtained from 463
people was included in the further study. Fifteen of the 500 people were defined
as family policy implementers on account of their positions in institutions, and
individual in-depth interviews were conducted with them.

The methodology adopted in the research was complementary in nature,
comprising both qualitative and quantitative methods and research techniques.
The main tool used during the interviews with the research subjects was an
interview script divided into research areas (topics), around which the subjects
created their social worlds. Among many topics discussed were: childhood as
social status, the child in the world of values, the child as a competent social
actor, the child in relation to others — adults, the child in the context of change,
the child and his/her message for adults. The areas that were explored essentially

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concerned socially created and directly experienced childhood, and therefore
what takes place “here and now”. The research produced extensive empirical
material that demonstrates the complexity and multidimensional character of the
phenomenon in question. During the analysis and interpretation it was necessary
to accentuate: (a) the way in which children construct their childhood; (b)
whether in this process they regard themselves as subjects of their own actions,
increasing the possibility of participating in social life; (c) to what extent and in
which dimensions institutions accept the perspective of the child’s subjectivity,
as well as the way in which this perspective can contribute to implementation of
new solutions or working methods in social assistance and childcare, including
social work, in Poland.'*

Apart from the philosophy of personalism, the idea of the competent child
was of major significance in the adopted research perspective. This idea shows
that it is not only children in relation to adults who achieve greater benefits from
the meeting of their own worlds, but adults also have the opportunity to acquire
skills channelled towards cognition and understanding of the mechanisms that
are dominant in the reality of children. This is reflected (and confirmed) in
popular experience — in a situation in which a child appears in the ordered and
clearly defined adult world. As a result, adults learn new social roles, ways of
solving problems, and types of responsibility, as by being present the child
forces, as it were, change and development on the adults. Several main
conclusions can be made from the research. Firstly, a child is a competent
person and constitutes an unconditional value. He/she cannot be treated as an
object or instrumental, because he/she possesses the inalienable rights inherent
in human nature (subject). Childhood is a period with a value in itself, related to
the process of (and need for) education and becoming oneself through
participation in personal relations with others. Discovering the potential of
a child and the resources permitting a balance to be regained in a family system,
as well as the child’s point of view on social life, expands the range of social
roles played by children, depicting “Korczak’s small person” as a competent
commentator on his/her own life. This is all the more significant as the child’s
perspective is frequently different from that of adults.

Secondly, children are particularly exposed to stigmatisation. It is adults
who define the status of their childhood, according to their position in the social
structure. This is why being a stigmatised child, with worse prospects, is
connected to improper functioning of the family, which shapes the social
situation of the child “here and now”. For example, in the economic sphere,
children are threatened by exclusion and stigmatisation owing to the poverty of

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their family, which prevents them from satisfying their needs as well as
restricting full participation in various spheres of social life (limited access to
culture and education). Parents’ failure to fulfil care and/or educational
functions can lead to a child being placed in an educational care centre, i.e.
a children’s home, and children raised in dysfunctional family systems, which
are often beneficiaries of social assistance, are for various reasons neglected. As
a result, their social and emotional development and building of social
competences are strongly disturbed.

Thirdly, children continue to be treated objectively and analysed from the
perspective of the family as a household to which assistance is provided, for
such reasons as poverty, orphanhood, homelessness, unemployment, violence or
helplessness in matters of education and care.'”” The subjects of the research
include families outside of the mainstream of social life on account of the
problems they experience. These may result from a low level of competence of
the adults, which leads to addictions, learned helplessness, or violence. In this
complex network of informal links and relationships, the child is not considered
as an independent subject possessing specific resources in which human (and
social) capital can be constructed and/or developed. He/she is analysed in the
context and from the angle of a multi-problem family. The functioning of the
child in a “marked” space leads him/her to self-stigmatise and “push
him/herself” into the periphery of social life.'® The child’s belief of his/her own
low value, reinforced in this way, means that he/she become more susceptible to
the influence(s) of adults, and consequently to this objective treatment. In
addition, the narrative constructed around the child designates the limits of
his/her social life and ascribes to him/her a stigmatised identity.

Fourthly, the model of children as the “Other”'” is reinforced by the
representatives of social assistance institutions, who treat them as different from
the rest of society owing to the threat of poverty resulting from a difficult family
situation. This lasting process of treatment of children in terms of the “Other” is
initiated by “non-poor” adults, and leads not only to an objective approach to
children and their problems, but also to such social processes as stereotyping,
stigmatisation and neutral categorisation. Adults’ actions towards children (an

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objective view) therefore lead to limitation of childhood and loss of its unique
individual, and above all subjective character.

Fifthly, the formation of a child’s identity is a process that takes place in a
specific social space. This process is manifested in actions and interactions
undertaken, and constitutes the key to understanding the mechanisms working
between an individual and society. The research shows that one of the most
important spaces in which children acquire their first experiences and obtain
knowledge of the world is the home.'® Paradoxically, children with a vulnerable
identity are homeless on account of a lack of significant adults (e.g. orphans left
in educational care centres) or disintegration in relations and emotional bonds
with family members (e.g. children from families failing in parental duties, with
multiple problems or incomplete). The lack of parents contributes to the child’s
home “moving” to the centre, while their physical presence denies the small
person his/her “face”, which, to use Zygmunt Bauman’s term, entitles the child
to be the object of ethical duty and care. The child becomes almost “cast outside
the social space”'’, consigned to refusal of any identity. In both situations (or
cases), the sense of loneliness, weakening or severing of any mutual connection
(including bonds) between people is reinforced. Children create their identity in
mental and physical suffering, which in its most elementary form leads to the
basis of a vulnerable identity, which brings with it the symptoms of disorders of
social adaptation, personality, communication skills or intellectual competence.
In the light of her analyses, Ornacka identifies “metaphorical” homelessness,
which indicates the circumstances in which a child experiences homelessness
and expresses a subjective sense of being a homeless person. This type of
homelessness fits into the social space created by the child, shifting the
emphasis towards the relational-symbolic sphere. This concerns phenomena that
result from the everyday interactions into which children affected by this
particular type of homelessness enter with the “rest of society”, as well as the
manner in which other people or institutions with greater authority talk about
them. We can therefore speak of a lack of respect, humiliation, shame and
stigmatisation, treatment in categories of the Other, refusal of the right to
a voice or an attack on dignity and the sense of one’s value. These constitute
a foundation of a child’s identity and shape his/her subjectivity. They also have
a considerable influence on the child’s further functioning in social life.*

?% The research clearly shows that adults do not show children respect, often humiliate them in
the presence of others, and do not treat them seriously, but only objectively. This thesis is
particularly acute in individual interviews with children on their “message for adults”. Of the
500 people studied, over 87% stated that they “wanted adults to treat them as people (and not
objects), respect them, not shout, bully or ridicule them”.
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TEENAGERS AND THEIR FAMILIAR URBAN SPACES

One of the major topics of the research carried out in Krakow and
Katowice proved to be safety, or the need to “protect” teenagers’ free time — as
one of the more important factors determining the models of socialisation of
young people as residents of cities and citizens.”' Before discussing this link
between safety and the living spaces of lower secondary school pupils, we
should say a little about the theoretical context of the research and data on
declared ways of spending free time, preferences regarding spaces for
consuming free time and motivations for spending this time in one place or
another.

The theoretical foundation of the research is composed of relational
theories — an approach comprising a number of detailed conceptions linked by
the ontology of social reality viewed as a whole structured through the relations
its elements form between themselves, for example social groups and the
material and non-material products of human activities. These elements take on
meaning only in context and through relations with other elements. The
relational approach — present both in socio-spatial theories, for example in Henri
Lefebvre (1991), Doreen Massey (1991, 2005), Lyn H. Lofland (1998) and
Martina Low (2008, 2010), and in general sociological theories, such as those of
Anthony Giddens (2001, 2003, 2005) — can be treated as a method for studying
the living spaces of young inhabitants of cities, including describing and
explaining the mechanisms of formation of attitudes towards spaces. Referring
to these conceptions, and particularly that of Lefebvre, I would like to emphasise
two key issues: firstly, I assume that the urban space is a social space not only in
the sense that it is utilised socially and socially significant/valorised, but also
because it is socially manufactured; secondly, that the process of manufacture
and transformation/reproduction of the space comprises linked social practices,
interpretations and valorisations of the space made by people and diverse
representations of it, present for example in scientific discourse, press articles or
marketing material (e.g. in so-called urban marketing). In the article, we are only

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able to discuss selected aspects of the empirical research referring to these
premises.

The research was conducted in two cities of a varying physical and
semantic spatial structure. To describe these local conditions in brief: Krakow is
a city with a strong symbolic centre, the icon of which is the Main Market
Square and the area within the Planty Garden Ring, whereas Katowice, a city
with industrial heritage, is more of an archipelago of estates and districts (we
should add that while the research was taking place the city centre was
undergoing large-scale renewal work, but previously this area — as a formal
centre — was of small functional and symbolic significance — see Bierwiaczonek,
Nawratek, Lewicka), as clearly confirmed by the research on the school pupils’
valorisation of the space.

To an extent, this urban model is reflected in the secondary school pupils’
attitudes — only to an extent, as in everyday life young people display many
similarities irrespective of the local context, especially in terms of needs and
expectations towards the space of their own life. Firstly, in both cities it is their
own home that is the main space where the research subjects spend time (over
90% declare that every day or several times a week they sit at the computer or
watch television at home). The major significance of the home as such is no
surprise, as it is the place recognised as the functional-symbolic centre of
a person’s life. However, if we compare the frequency and intensiveness of
spending time in other spaces — whether “outside” and near home, or in public
spaces (streets, squares, city centre), or in institutions devoted to young people
(youth clubs, cultural centres etc.), one gets the impression of a strong
“privatisation” of teenagers’ lives. Of course, time spent at home also, and
frequently above all, means time spent at the computer and online, which in
practice means blurring the boundaries between intimate and public space,
“virtually going out”. The significance of the space of the home is confirmed by
declarations on frequency of spending time there in the company of friends (or
being at friends’ homes). The research also revealed differences in the styles
(and places) of spending free time, connected to the specific nature of the cities.
The space close to the home is generally used significantly less frequently than
the home spaces themselves, although in Katowice it is markedly more popular
than in Krakow. Interestingly, the analysis of responses to many questions
contained in the research tool (e.g. on the company with which respondents
spend time or their valorisation of various types of space) shows that young
Katowice residents are characterised by a higher level of sense of freedom in the
city than their Cracovian counterparts. The former not only “hang around” more
often in the space of the district or estate, but are also there more frequently with
their peers and declare less feeling of being monitored at home, in the city centre
and at the shopping arcade. The institutionalised space (cultural centres, clubs,
societies) is seldom used by secondary school pupils: almost a quarter say that
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they have never made use of what cultural centres or youth clubs offer, and most
of the remainder declare that they attend such places only occasionally (a few
times a year, a few times a month). This can be explained both by generally
weak participation models in this area of urban life, and by the outdated profile
of such institutions, which are unattractive for modern young people.

Although neighbourhoods are considerably stronger in Katowice (at the
level of valorisation and practices) than in Krakow, the centre (in the state it was
in during the research) is even not so much a negatively valorised space as it is
peculiarly “transparent”. Of course, there are certain aspects of the city centre
about which the research subjects have some opinion (especially its aesthetic
appearance and functionality), but many opinions on its other characteristics
gravitate towards a neutral assessment. This does not mean that teenagers do not
have an opinion on the space, but rather that the concept of “the centre of
Katowice” is semantically “diluted”. The consciousness of the studied teenagers
contains either a specific location (e.g. Mariacka Street, the Rondo Sztuki
centre) or ideas about the centre of Katowice constructed on the basis more of
official narratives on the city than their own experiences. In Krakow, on the
other hand, it is the centre that is the symbolically dominant substructure, which
very strongly determines the mental maps of the space. At the same time,
though, only to a limited extent does this strong and positive symbolism
translate to more frequent practice of it. The respondents’ statements show that
the majority of them go there occasionally: in total almost two thirds do so
several times a month or several times a year. A total of 21% are there every day
or several times a week, but over 18% declare that they never go there. The
“maps” of the Krakow teenagers are completed by their responses to questions
on “important” places — they also mention sites “outside of the centre”, but,
characteristically, there are many spatial icons, distinguished and sacred places
there that are visited rather on special occasions (museums, churches) than as
everyday and secular places. In which places do teenagers want to spend time?
Contrary to widespread beliefs about today’s teenagers — their consumerist and
individualistic inclinations — they expressed the need for places and spaces
allowing them to be with their peer group, spend time actively, and
independently explore reality. The open question on the place where they would
like to spend their free time after school revealed certain differences between the
cities: for the Krakow school pupils, the ideal place is the home of a friend (27%
of answers), while in second place (22%) came a list of various places connected
by the characteristic of the “privacy” of the place and experience of it (e.g.
grandparents’ home, a particular bench close to home, a place for general
recreation or roller-skating or cycling); the city centre was cited by 17% of
respondents, while 15% chose a shopping arcade. Their counterparts in
Katowice mentioned above all “private” or intimate spaces (27%), followed by
(over 19%) shopping arcades; just below came the friend’s home (18.6%).
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However, this high position of the shopping arcade — especially in Katowice —
does not result from intensified consumerist habits, but rather from pointing to
the optimal answer in the available conditions. Similarly, for Krakow, I would
suggest interpreting the high position of “a friend’s home” in terms of the data
on models of the way in which these secondary school students spend their free
time in a way that is monitored by adults to a greater extent than is the case in
Katowice.

Additional information that might help to explain the teenagers’
expectations regarding the space of activity may be found in their answers to the
question on the causes/reasons for spending time at the place which the
respondents gave in the earlier question about their favourite place after school.
They were able to select no more than three reasons from a list, or give their
own. The same main factors were chosen in both cities. The first two, roughly
equivalent, were: “my friends come here, and I come with them” (selected by
38% of respondents) and “I just like this place” (36% of respondents). The next
two causes, also practically equal, were “I don’t have anything to do after
school” and “I know this place very well” (both around 33% of respondents),
which refer on the one hand to necessity (“you have to do something with your
free time”) and on the other to the sense of feeling at home and having a bond
with a place (this can be regarded as secondary to other reasons, as this feeling is
constructed by experiencing places, in the sense of “we like what we know”).
This context makes it easier to understand the attractiveness of a friend’s home
or shopping arcade. In the first case, visiting someone’s home offers the
opportunity to maintain relations with peers while feeling a greater freedom than
at home, but at the same time provides a sense of security. A shopping arcade
fulfils similar conditions, extending the field of the sense of freedom but also
“promising” institutional protection, and at the same time with more stimuli. We
should also note that shopping is not the objective — or is of marginal
significance — for teenagers visiting a mall. The fieldwork conducted in the
phase before the questionnaire research showed that in a sense the teenagers
enter the role of consumers out of necessity (by looking at clothes or
accessories), out of boredom and looking for something to do, but also the desire
to immerse themselves in the crowd and be invisible to shop staff.

Apart from these main categories of teenagers characterised by an
institutionalised and controlled way of spending their free time (including
spending time at home and in institutions organising activities, but also, to
a certain degree, in shopping arcades), in both cities several percent of
secondary school students declare that their main after-school living space is the
local area and streets. Frequently or very frequently, they sit on benches, wander
around the estate or district and “their own” various corners of it. This category
visits shopping arcades only very occasionally, owing to the discomfort caused
by the awareness of being monitored there, the need to adapt to the models of
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the street microculture (in some groups going to shopping arcades is “officially
embarrassing’), but also the lack of even the minimal amount of money needed
by frequenters of malls.

These forms of being with peers — in the space of the estate, street,
shopping arcade — no doubt do not always correspond to the ideas of adults if
they do not fit adult definitions of “well-organised time” (controlled,
institutionalised etc.). However, they are a major value in the process of
socialisation of secondary school pupils, including that of socialisation for being
an inhabitant of the city, at the level both of the neighbourhood or district and of
the whole city.

The research shows that such needs of young people — or at least many of
them — are not satisfied. The reasons for and consequences of this are various,
but the most important ones include adult control of children in the name of
safety, lack of objective opportunities (e.g. the spatial distances associated with
living in the suburbs, financial limitations), and finally, the models of urban life
presented by the adults themselves and imitated by young people.

The results indicate that new spatial phenomena (such as shopping
centres) do not so much complement the previous processes as change their
direction. In the case of Katowice, the shopping arcade is clearly assuming the
role of urban centre, not just at the level of emotive structures (prestige, pride in
the city), but also making up for the deficits of the place of residence and taking
over the function of estate playground. However, the fieldwork and analysis of
secondary data shows that teenagers do not produce an entirely new, “youth”
model of urban life or using the public space, but rather invoke the models and
practices of adults, only later adjusting these practices stylistically to create
a kind of own microculture. We can conclude from the research — although this
will require further confirmation in empirical studies — that the home and
shopping arcade are regarded as safe socialising spaces, or at least relatively
safe, as the point of reference in the assessments is other urban spaces. They are
considered safe by both adults and teenagers. A large part of the time spent
outside of school occurs within the limits of the young people’s own home,
which in practice for a fifth of them means isolation from direct social contacts
with their peers (20% of the Krakow respondents answered that they usually
spend their time after school alone).Owing to new technologies, the sense of
isolation is minimised, but this does not suffice for the teenagers who took part
in the study, who decidedly expressed the need to meet friends and
acquaintances.

In Katowice, the socialising influence of the “yard” (neighbourhood) is
slightly more marked than in Krakow, and private space also seems to be a little
more open to practising primary, extra-family relationships (visits from friends).
In Krakow, which at the level of spatial valorisation remains a monocentric city,
there are two dominant strategies: the institutionalisation of free-time practices

and withdrawal into the domestic, intimate space. The former strategy, which
can be seen in both cities, but more clearly in Krakow, is a way of “securing”
teenagers’ post-school time, in both senses of the word. Firstly, by organising
“quality” time (developing interests, perfecting skills), which includes both
ordinary but organised sporting activities and more refined but at the same time
cost-intensive activities (horse riding, tennis). Secondly, it is a form of providing
a child with safety: from “strangers”, treated as a potential threat, as well as
various stimuli perceived as negative. According to their guardians, teenagers
spending time outside the home or a “suitable” institution would be more
exposed to threats (and I assume that this world of “urban dangers” is to a great
extent socially constructed). The strategy of institutionalisation of free time also
has a more hidden aspect, as it is connected with the question of the social
structure, and specifically recreating this structure by practising various models
of participation in life outside the home linked to different family resources.

The research in the two cities shows that the pupils from Krakow, who
according to their declaration come from families with greater economic and
cultural resources, more frequently participate in the institutionalised spatial
practices offered by various clubs, organisations, and private companies. In each
of the cities there is a small category of teenagers — a few percent — who spend
their free time in the form of consumption (and sometimes also prosumption) of
culture, and whose description of their families’ socio-economic situation is a
perfect fit to all classic studies showing the strong link between family/parental
capital and lifestyle, including consumption.

YOUNG PEOPLE IN THE CENTRE AND ON THE MARGIN OF
URBAN POVERTY ENCLAVES

Residing in an urban enclave, identified as a certain type of space that
constitutes — usually — a symbolically closed territory in relation to the whole
district or city, generally means that the people who live there “domesticate” it
and adjust to it. These people feel out of place in other urban areas. Processes of
self-selection in this type of areas — engendered by land prices, living conditions,
availability of properties and significant elements of the communal structure, as
well as the “quality” of inhabitants — lead to a growing internal homogeneity and
separation of this area from others (Morley, 2011, p. 161).

These unique circumstances form a kind of ecosystem, in which people
construct relations both with the place and with its residents, users or those who
frequent it. As such, enclaves and the people who live in them are becoming an
important research area. Therefore, one of the significant topics which appeared
in the project “The social closing of space...” was that concerning safety and
evaluation of the district as “good”. Importantly from the point of view of
further analyses, incidentally, this project was conducted in a particular type of
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enclaves, with degraded infrastructure and inhabited by people whose financial
situation means that they are clients of social assistance.”” I should add that the
respondents themselves defined their immediate neighbourhood, asked to draw
up a diagrammatic map of it. In the next part of the study, they were asked to
provide an evaluation of the area, from such points of view as safety,
attractiveness, and sense of being at home. Important considerations in making
this type of assessment were the organisation of the space itself, its
infrastructure (uneven pavement, flaking plaster, lack of intercoms and CCTV,
scarcity of benches, parks, playgrounds), but also the “quality” or type of people
living there. All these aspects were contrasted, especially by people with
children, with what is safe and good for children as well as right for them as
parents/guardians. Three categories of residents and their relationships were
exhibited: children as the object of care, adults, and young people causing
anxiety.

Against the background of the difference of the culture of the lower
classes compared with that of the middle classes, which has the opportunity to
crystallise in this kind of enclave environment, Walter B. Miller coined his
conception of deviant behaviours, paying particular attention to the position of
young people. Alongside the most important points of reference, which are
problems (having or avoiding them) and toughness (manifested by physical and
mental strength, courage, lack of scruples), two other components are
characteristic of young people: belonging and status. Among the ways these are
achieved are behaviours in keeping with values that are generally binding in the
culture of lower strata, which usually take on a more intensive form (cf.
Siemaszko, 1993, p. 154-163). Young people therefore copy certain adult
behaviours, and even emphasise them excessively as motifs for maintaining or
improving their status in the group. Although this relationship and the
essentially imitative behaviours of young people are observed, such conduct not
only does not meet with approval — as the statements of the respondents show —
but also leads to antagonisms with adults, who believe that the way in which the
young people act makes the area unattractive, and even dangerous. This occurs

> The research was conducted in urban as well as rural areas in two stages. The first, pilot
stage of the studies took place in a large city among 30 people (10 homeless people living on
the streets, 10 clients of social assistance receiving aid because of their economic situation,
and 10 respondents who were neither homeless nor social assistance recipients. In the second
stage, over 90 interviews were carried out using visual methods, 85 of which were analysed.

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even though the majority of respondents are long-term residents of the area,
where they feel “at home”, and some even retrospectively identify the type of
behaviour attributed to young people in their own experience. An important
variable explaining this state of affairs might be the range and/or intensiveness
of virtual, media and spatial mobility> of the individual inhabitants — both adults
and young people — with which is connected a varying number of contacts,
alternative opinions and created needs. Returning to the opinions of the adult
respondents, the neighbourhood youth were perceived as:
o Noisy — day and night:
“There are a lot of youngsters here, troublemakers, in the evenings it’s
really noisy” (Resp. 28, male).
o Failing to keep things tidy:
“In our building it’s such a mess (...), that you can fall over in the stairs.
It’s those kids who litter. Anything they eat, crisps, whatever, they drop the
bag... There’s a can in the yard, he could throw it out... No, chucks it on
the stairs and fine” (Resp. 22, female).
. Dangerous:
“The neighbourhood would be good if the young people didn’t cause so
much trouble, (...) they’re hopeless kids. In the evening you’re scared to go
out” (Resp. 22, female).
o Destructive and bored:
“Here in the area lots of kids live, adolescents, and they do what they want.
Recently they knocked over a fence. That kind of hooliganism” (Resp. 22,
female).
“Everywhere’s falling down and needs renovating. Because the teens
were bored and burnt the flat downstairs” (Resp. 67, female).
The sense of threat from young people applied in particular to people who
are strangers or do not feel at home in a given place:
“I don’t feel a stranger here. If you know these teenagers it’s safe; with
those who don’t know them it might be different” (Resp. 24, male).
“Maybe it’s a bit silly, but this mess, this filth, these faces rolling out of
these pubs, where your beer goes on the tab. I think it’s a kind of charm that
I’ve been seeing since 1 was a kid. Nothing’s happened to me here and
that’s the way I look at it. (...) they know me here, I don’t start on anyone,
so they don’t start on me” (Resp. 26, male).
The sense of threat can therefore be greater if one is less familiar with the
local residents, rather than based on a statistically lower number of acts of
vandalism or violence. As an example, we can cite the opinion of a resident who

 Mobility here means moving both in a space on a physical sense, and between websites,
television channels, or the virtual world of games, associated with transfers of information,
opinions, images etc.
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would happily move away from the district he lives in, in which he received a
council flat:

“It’s grim, the youngsters are looking for fights, there’s no respect at all,

if you look at someone the wrong way you might get a smack in the

mouth” (Resp. 25, male).
This respondent would most like to return to his “own” district, which local
research in fact shows to have a worse reputation and a higher crime rate than
the one where he currently lives. As he says, “the best place is where you grew
up and know everything”.

In light of the fact that this unacceptable behaviour of young people is in
fact nothing unusual from the point of view of the respondents, the source of the
negative opinions on their ways of life can lie in several circumstances. Leaving
aside for a moment the aforementioned question of mobility, based on the
statements of several dozen adults, the most obvious and at the same time
universal circumstance seems to be a change of social position associated with
age, with which abandonment of the practices typical of youth is also linked.
With age, people’s perspective and reference group change, along with their
preferences — and often also available opportunities — for spending free time.
There are new competing problems and needs, such as childcare, cramped living
conditions, rent arrears etc. Secondly, there may be antagonisms resulting from
unfamiliarity or lack of acceptance from the older generation of the rules that
govern the way in which young people function. Rejection of these principles,
calling them “senseless” and/or less valuable, undoubtedly serves the ego and
aims for affirmation of the past behaviours with which adults are familiar. We
should also note that it is frequently not the rules, but their manifestation that
tends to change from generation to generation.

“Another neighbourhood didn’t come to us, and we didn’t go to them, and

you don’t steal from your own (...), that’s how it used to be... Where |

lived 1 was safe, I knew where I could go, where the boundary of being

safe 1s, if [ went any further no one would help me” (Resp. 6, male).
Thirdly, a reason for the negative opinions regarding the conduct of young
people might be its aforementioned intensification. What also might be
significant is the sense of loss of previous position or control. This applies
especially to adult men and can affect their attitude strongly — once it was them
who had the feeling of strength and domination, but with time younger people
become pre-eminent.

“[It’s a city where] the poor live in the centre, and the rich on the outside,

I’ve been living in the city centre for my whole life, where the city ruled.

Now the city doesn’t rule any more, children aged 15, 16, get stoned, go

to the gym, buy themselves a pit bull and they are the city. (...) every

second bench there are a few of them sitting there, I could have each of
them individually, but I can’t manage all of them” (Resp. 6, male).
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Let us add that it was the young people from the neighbourhood, who can also
be perceived as anonymous residents, who were judged negatively. This can to a
certain extent also explain the critical attitude towards them and lesser tolerance
towards their behaviour: “Your own children don’t behave like that”, as pointed
out especially by the women respondents. Furthermore, rude or aggressive
young people were contrasted with the friendly, more predictable adults, with
the temporary nature of the former’s behaviour being highlighted:

“The people here are so friendly. Everyone asks everyone else if they can

help with something, carry up a pram, bring... That’s [people] aged 25

upwards” (Resp. 61, female).

“Little brats who walk around causing trouble. When I moved in there

were lots of them. Lots of brats sitting on the stairs. But they grew up.

Now they have their own families” (Resp. 55, female).

“[It’s not a safe area] You just have to look how many people die here

every year. I’m not talking about people who’ve frozen, drunk themselves

to death... I’m talking especially about people aged 18, let’s say up to 25,

because after that they calm down.” (Resp. 67, female).

The respondents are convinced that the way in which young people
behave is a consequence of external factors: the lack of things on offer
institutionally, lack of day centres, youth clubs, or interest from the local
authorities. But they also paint the problem as something that takes place outside
of their own families, stressing that they care for their own children, who behave
well. Other parents are accused of irresponsibility, improper conduct, lack of
interest in their children, having too many of them and subsequently failing in
their parental duties. Although the respondents did not express this directly, their
opinions also suggest that the adults’ behaviour models and socialisation of
children on the street are also a problem.

Interest in issues of children and young people from both researchers and
representatives of local and regional authorities seems to be variable, although it
is crucial in the former case for better understanding of these phenomena, and in
the latter for sanctioning specific social practices. However, the experience of
being a child or young person leaves a permanent imprint and is not just a
developmental challenge, but also one that is part of the socio-cultural
dimension of a person’s life. It therefore needs to be understood, for purely
cognitive as well as practical reasons.

FOR WHOM IS THE EQUALITY POLICY AND NEW GENDER
CONTRACT? YOUNG INHABITANTS OF LUBUSKIE REGION
ABOUT THE ROLES OF WOMEN AND MEN
IN THE MODERN WORLD

At the beginning of the twenty-first century in Polish sociology was initiated a
discussion on a new contract gender by Margaret Fuszara. This introduced research and
studies establishing guidelines for socio-cultural changes and the principle of the new gender
order in Western societies. The aim of the paper is to present the views of young Lubuskie
inahabitants in the division of roles between men and women in different spheres of social
life. Authors shows results of Lubuskie Social Survey Il describing questions of the roles of
women and men. The main goal of this article is presentation of young Lubuskie inhabitants’
opinions about the issue of gender equality, the division of responsibilities, working women,
family responsibilities can be dichotomous indicator of attitudes towards gender on the line:
traditional vs. modern. There are two important questions: how legal and institutional
solutions in the field of gender equality policies are consistent with the expectations of young
Lubuszan? Are young Lubuszan in a borderline situation: between the old and the new gender
contract? The youngest generation enter adult life with a vision of a new gender contract: the
principles of partnership in marriage and family, focus on career women and men, with
acceptance of the presence of both sexes in social and political life.

Keywords: gender contract; gender equality, youth, Lubuskie Social Survey, division of
social roles based on sex.

Established in the western culture "gender contract" assumed that men and
women have different competences and duties. Gender contract is a set of
explicit and implicit rules that define the relationships between the sexes. In this
context women and men ascribe a different scope of work, duties and
responsibilities and prestige associated with it. An important element of the
gender contract is different socialization of girls and boys introducing them to
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the proper performance of social roles of the sexes. Gender contract in its
original form did not survive to the present time. The most significant changes
occurred in the nineteenth century, when women were forced to leave the
private sphere and go to work. Access to the public sphere is formally equal for
both sexes, but in practice the situation seems to be different. There are areas in
which men are more desirable than women (e.g. politics, economy, education
and health care). There are several reasons for the lower representation of
women in public life. The first one is the stereotypical perception of gender
roles, which create the perspective of seeing women with three values: Love,
Marriage and Motherhood. It assumes that women should devote themselves to
family and there is no place for professional work or competition with men on
the labour market (involuntarily it gives rise to associations with the German 3K
— Kinder, Kiiche, Kirche). Another reason is low self-esteem of majority of
women and the lack of faith in their own abilities, as well as pressure from the
men who dominate and intimidate women located on lower positions. Another
factor are patterns of roles instilled from an early age — girls always help
mothers, fathers and boys. The social expectations of women — professional
work on the one hand, and on the other family affairs are also significant.

In modern societies issues related to the division of social roles of women
and men are defined from the cultural perspective, which should not be
determined only by belonging to a particular sex. Gender equality issues are
present in many official documents, legislation and statutory regulations*. In the
structures of the European Union that question is dealt with by EIGE (European
Institute for Gender Equality). The tasks of this institution is to diagnose how
gender mainstreaming works - the policy of gender equality in the EU. In Poland
this kind of task is governed by Plenipotentiary for Equal Treatment. The
beginning of the implementation of gender mainstreaming in Poland is the quota
law from 2011 (Dz. U. of 2011. No. 34, pos. 172). The act amended the electoral
law to the Parliament, the European Parliament and municipal councils, districts
and provincial assemblies. On electoral lists to the authorities, the proportion of
female and male candidates cannot be lesser than 35%. The sanction for failure
to comply with the requirement of equality is rejection of the list (non-
registration). However, this is not accompanied by the so-called “slide rules”
that would ensure female candidates high places on electoral lists.

The condition for effective implementation of those rules is the change of
consciousness and traditional principles connected with the division of social
roles of men and women (not only in the domestic sphere, but also professional

the duty of all who benefit from EU funds. Each project funded by the EU should promote the
realization of the principle of equality between women and men.
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and public one). In the sociological literature, this is referred to as the formation
of a new gender contract. Traditional gender contract (the old one) excludes
women from the public sphere. This contract lasted as long as these divisions
were considered natural. It can be said that the perception of social roles of both
sexes (and it changes) among young people are extremely important, because by
means of it one can predict how cultural identity of both sexes will evolve in the
future.

We asked our respondents two questions about defining the roles of women
and men. Young Lubuskie inhabitants’ opinions about the issue of gender
equality, the division of responsibilities, working women, family responsibilities
can be an dichotomous indicator of attitudes towards gender on the line:
traditional vs. modern. The aim of the paper is to present the views of young
Lubuskie inhabitants in the division of roles between men and women in
different spheres of social life. Our goal is to find answers to the following
questions: how legal and institutional solutions in the field of gender equality
policies are consistent with the expectations of young Lubuszans? Are young
Lubuszans in a borderline situation: between the old and the new gender
contract?

AROUND EQUALITY POLICY: GENDER MAINSTREAMING
AND NEW GENDER

Barbara Limanowska claims that gender mainstreaming is to implement the
gender issues to socio-political and international strategies designed to achieve
equality between women and men in all areas of social, political and economic
life (Limanowska, 2014, p. 160). Not only is an important effect of gender
mainstreaming to monitor inequalities, but also the analysis of how the political
decisions can generate, sustain and deepen those inequalities. The results of this
diagnosis should be specific solutions that mitigate these differences. As
indicated by the gender analysts, the proposed solutions must take into account
local conditions to avoid social conflicts and tensions with implementing
international regulations and solutions. This can be a hard task in the countries
which represent strong traditional cultural codes that favour the presence of
women in the public space.

The beginnings of European gender equality policies are associated with
the Treaty of Amsterdam from 1997. It proposes both anti-discrimination
actions, as well as activities identified in the field of positive discrimination.

The implementation of gender mainstreaming in the EU countries is
monitored with a gender index. Limanowska indicated: "Thanks to it we collect
the same data about the differences between women and men in different
countries. We examine (in terms of gender) many areas: work, money,
knowledge, time, power and health. 100 points mean complete equality. Nobody
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got it. The mean value puts Europe in the middle of the road to equality. Poland
has collected a total of 44 points" (Tutak — Goll, 2013, p. 9). An important area
of research conducted by EIGE is also monitoring the implementation of gender
mainstreaming by state institutions in different countries — in Poland this is a
task of the Government Plenipotentiary of Equal Treatment.”

Nowadays the important issue considering the issue of gender is a new
gender contract. The term indicates a new kind of process transformation
associated with changes in cultural, political and economic life. The concept of
gender contract indicated by Anna Titkow means "the rules and principles that
organize the relations between men and women and operate on institutional,
cultural and individual level" (Titkow, 2014, p. 250). The author claims that the
contract is not static and the term belongs to the social concept of gender.

Changing conditions and the emergence of a new gender contact was
described by Margaret Fuszara (2002). Her papers started a discussion and
initiated further studies on this issue. The public sphere and the private sphere
existed for hundreds of years together and there was no need to legitimate this
kind of division. Public sphere was treated as an exclusive domain of men, while
the private one focused mainly on women. When the husband worked and
provided the family with financial resources required for its proper functioning,
the wife was a housewife and the mother of the children. The division of roles
was very clear: women were excluded from public life, and men should have not
engaged in the issues related to the home life. A transformation of the old
(traditional) social contract was gradual: "First there were women entering areas
previously reserved for men - the acquisition of the rights to receive equal
education, entering the labour market, the acquisition of public rights. These
changes meant that the old contract, closing the women in the private sphere,
started to lose its topicality. The need for a new contract occurred in the
situation where the old division of male (public) sphere and female (domestic)
sphere is no longer accepted and it is not possible to continue it." (Fuszara,
2012, p. 7-8).

After a decade Thomas Szlendak, including the current discussion and the
contemporary social situation and the conflict in terms of shaping a new gender
contract, claims: "We are today somewhere in between. In terms of gender
cooperation we are struggling with the chaos of the times "in the middle". One
gender order is behind us, the other in front of us, but it is not clear what it is
and whether it is near or far from us. That is why it is so hard for us: just get
along, just live together, just to have children or left behind twentieth-century
world in which 95 per cent of the population has got a husband or wife. World is
filled with the same pairs, in which men acquire outside resources and women

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are sitting in their homes taking care of children. We are moving towards a
world where we cannot imagine (yet) how the matrimonial market will work in
a new way. There is no doubt, we need a new gender contract, but we do not
create it as long as we do not understand what emerges from a gender chaos"
(Szlendak, 2012). The new order is then something we negotiate non-stop by
ourselves with daily struggles and daily choices. It is hard to expect that some
institutions will do this instead of us.

There must be several conditions fulfilled to construct a new gender
contract. As Fuszara indicated, it is necessary to align the legal status of both
sexes. It is also necessary to acquire the skills of men and women in different
spheres of life - including those that have so far been traditionally attributed to
one gender. So the process of acquiring the skills important in the public sphere
by women and more active presence in the field of home and family by men is
one of the most important conditions in this case. The realisations of this
postulates is possible to implement when people adopt these new challenges and
responsibilities.

The results of empirical studies are located in the sphere of issues relating
to the conditions associated with the grant and will adopt these standards as
elements necessary to the constitution and implement the principles of the new
gender contract.

EMPIRICAL FINDINGS

The intention of the empirical analysis is to answer the questions about the
division of social roles based on gender of young Lubuszans. On the basis of the
results of Lubuski Social Survey (LSS)*® we want to determine what kind of
attitudes towards the social roles of men and women in public and private sphere
characterise young inhabitants of the Lubuskie region. We also want to
determine the extent to which opinions on gender equality are traditional -
assigning women primarily as the guardians of family or modern - assuming the
relative proportion of the division of household duties and professional work
between men and women. It should be noted that the opinions about the roles of
women and men in the society are related primarily to the issues of family, work
and career as well as activity in the public sphere. We are also interested in
describing the extent to which these attitudes vary by gender.

On the basis of the opinions we computed a gender contract index. This
statistical tool measures the favour of young respondents to the rules governing
the old (traditional) gender contract. This tool also helps to diagnose the process

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of creating the new order - through specific indicators we can determine whether
the opinions of the respondents are in transition (the principles of the old,
traditional order are no longer applied and the new gender contract has not
gained full acceptance yet). The situation between the old and the new contract
seems to be specific in societies in which the equality policy has been just
shaped and the socio-cultural roles of women and men have been just
transformed. The empirical basis of gender contract index is a set of statements.
The frequencies of the opinions of the respondents illustrating attitudes of youth
towards social roles of men and women are presented in the table 1.

Upon analyzing the results of the study, it turns out that the youth from the
Lubuskie region is considered as having rather modern views about the division
of social roles based on gender. The problem is not limited to the issue of equal
rights for women and men. It shows that women and men, due to their unique
life experiences, due to the biological and cultural role-models in society, can
provide a different perspective to the public sphere contributing to better
identification of important social issues. Young people's opinions are highly
diverse and except a few particular statements we are not able to talk about a
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clear advantage of modern over traditional attitudes towards the issue of gender.
The strongest traditional perspective refers to the private sphere — to the
statement: "Working mother can provide their children as much warmth, safety,
what mother who is not working professionally". The strongest modern attitude
towards gender issue refers to the public sphere, to the statement: "Women are
less qualified than men ". The diversity of the opinions of youth lead us to
compute gender contract index.

The level of acceptance to the presented statements allows us to draw
a clear line between traditional and modern views of the respondents. The level
of acceptance of the aforementioned statements was recoded into a new variable
values representing one of three attitudes towards social roles of gender. Those
new values are the basis of the index. A gender contract index thus defines three
attitudes — acceptance of the old gender contract, of a new contract between the
sexes and the situation in transition. For each general attitude — the variable
indicates three levels: (1) high — when youth accepts at least 70% of statements
representing particular option; (2) medium - acceptance from 40 to 70% of the
statements and (3) low - for less than 40% of statements. The values of the index
identify clearly the attitudes of youth towards social roles of sexes.

The chart 1 shows that young Lubuszans in more than 60% accept the high
and medium level of rules defining new gender contract. Parallel to this attitude
- nearly 69% of opinions represent disagreement with traditional rules (the old
gender contract). We can regard the situation between the old and the new order
(in transition) as significant - more than 90% of respondents define their
opinions this way. We can interpret this as a lack of crisis and chaos in the
current issues of social roles women and men in the perspective of youth in
a modern society.

The analysis of youth attitudes towards gender contract in the Lubuskie
region seems to be unfavourable for both women and men. The public sphere,
especially areas associated with the access to power (political, economic) still
belong to the "male" fields - there are relatively few women, which is an effect
of dominating male patterns. Not only is the traditionally feminine sphere of
family life the domain of one sex, but also it is not a source of prestige and
recognition. The research shows that the partnership family model in which the
spouses have divided duties, although widely regarded by Poles as desirable, is
not actually implemented. We can say that a man usually "helps" his wife at
home, but the primary responsibility for its operation remains with the woman.
It reminds of taking care of widely recognized perception of gender roles to the
new gender contract.

Sex differentiates young Lubuszans’ views on this issue slightly, but in
a rather distinctive way. Women tend to have more extreme opinions, while men
moderate ones. At the same time we can talk about the fact that women are more
likely to be embraced by the new gender contract than men. This is determined
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by, inter alia, their individual experiences, but also with all the cultural legacy of
the feminist movement (even if it is treated stereotypically and fragmentarily).
Men may also experience the increase in the presence of women in the public
sphere as the competition to a limited number of positions. The chart below
illustrates the diversity of attitudes of youth towards gender contract by sex of
respondents.

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SUMMARY

By using the selected data from the third edition of the Lubusz Social
Survey, we decided to take a closer look at the youngest group of Lubuszans’
(aged 18-24 years) views on the roles of women and men in modern Polish
society. At the beginning of the twenty-first century in Polish sociology was
initiated a discussion on a new contract gender by Margaret Fuszara. This
introduced research and studies establishing guidelines for socio-cultural
changes and the principle of the new gender order in Western societies. After
more than a decade of research, discussion and media debates about
institutional, legal, and cultural background, it can be concluded that the
youngest generation enters adult life with a vision of a new gender contract: the
principles of partnership in marriage and family, focus on career among women
and men, with acceptance of the presence of both sexes in social and political
life.

One should bear in mind that sociologists are fully aware of the complexity
of the research in this area and many determinants of these reviews. One of them
is probably the age of respondents - the younger the group is, the stronger
manifestation of the rules governing the acceptance of a new gender contract are
observed. Thus, in conclusion, we can formulate further questions: Does the
postmodern experience in the labour market and the change of life conditions
(eg. Family life, children) verify these views and to what extent? Are the rules
defining a new gender contract for the representatives of the youngest
generation only the elements of an idealistic point of view?
